TRIBAL LAND QUEST:
Chairman Brown discussed the land acquisition that is in process and went over the map of the land with Board Members so we would be knowledgeable of its location and the restrictions and the key elements in obtaining the land . The key elements are : the timber,and sand sales from the purchase of this land. He also stated that we need to have mineral rights  and that the part of the land is in a flood zone. Also noted was that the State of Virginia is purchasing the land beside our interest and will need an easement to access their property . We will be granting them access so that they can build a Park which will benefit us by bringing tourism in. On December 17th 2008 we have an appt. at 1p to discuss the acquisition of the land. Board members viewed the land with Chairman Brown today. 
GRANT COMMITTEE:
· ANA SEDS GRANT is coming up and we need the deadline. Candy Camri is POC 
· Grant writing workshops : Norfolk Va. December 18th & 19th  which Laura Ray will be attending  for the purpose of a language grant. Vashti Clarke and William Howell ok’d for her to attend by proxy. A motion was moved by Vice-Chair Ellis Wright to pay for her expenses to attend this class and Recording Secretary Deborah Motahari 2nd and the expenses would be paid from the Heritage Foundation Checking Account. Which is the comparative part of our language. She stated she has contacted two people in New Mexico who are experts on the Iroquoian Language. Category 2 is Development  long range  goal which would be the dialect itself and the correct pronunciation , and verbal on DVD. Chairman Brown states we can only do one at a time.

· ANA will work with Laura Ray on this process. She states that Rondell Clay needs a letter for her to attend the Grant Writing Class. 

· Laura Ray has also that our language was recorded in 1820 by John Woods and that the language was spoken phonically and recorded phonically .
