Meeting: Opened with Prayer by Chairman Walt Brown III

Roll Call:   Board Members absent William Lamb Howell , Ethel Johnson, Teresa Skeeter. Attending: Chairman Walt Brown III, Vice-Chairman Ellis Wright, Secretary Cynthia Brown, Recording Secretary Deborah Motahari, Treasurer Terresa Baxter, Grant Chairperson Charles Baxter, Financial Chairperson Beverly El, Vashti Clarke.

OLD BUSINESS:   Minutes from the November 17th, 2007 Tribal Heritage Foundation Board Meeting were read by Deborah Motahari and corrections were noted as follows :  

· Grant Chairperson is Charles Baxter not Beverly El.  

· The effective date of the  501 (c) 3 is June 13 2005 and should be addeded to the College Scholarship Awards Criteria. 
·  Maccans should be Mackans. 

· Listing the native names for board members is not required in the Heritage Foundation minutes.  

· Glen Scott for sound system, Nottoway Powwow Hotel expense was taken from the Tribal Account ($350.89). 
·  Donation of $500 from Angus Hines was noted.  
·  Lila Hedgepeth paid for Waskehee.
·  Names of College students are attending should be posted by each student name. Peter Brown will not be eligible, he is a senior,
· A check for Mackans for the amount of $408.04 was paid for the 3 PowWows.  A motion was moved by Ellis Wright that minutes be corrected and Deborah Motahari 2nd . Chairperson Walt Brown accepts the corrections and the motion is passed. 

· There is still a balance owed to Wakefield 4-H Center for $612.10. Teressa Baxter recommends that this be taken from the Heritage Foundation Account .  Chairman Walt Brown recommends that $200.00 come from the Tribal Account as a reimbursement to the Heritage Foundation Account and $412.00 from the Heritage Account. A motion was moved by Cynthia Brown and 2nd by Deborah Motahari that this bill for the Airfield Conference Center Powwow be paid from the Heritage Foundation Account in the amount of $612.00.  

· Chairman Walt Brown informed the Board members that the Airfield Conference Center was paid $1031.00 up front with no tax.  The sales tax owed would be $121.10 plus $491.00 for rooms totaling $612.10.

2. Discussion in regards to 501 ( c ) 3  Letter for Sales Tax Exemption  form . Foundation Secretary, Cynthia Brown and Treasurer Teresa Baxter need to coordinate with each other regarding  this form.

3. A update of page 2 (listing the names of new board members) of the Heritage foundation Constitutional By-Laws was given to each Board Member. Chairman Walt Brown states this update should be posted in the board member personal binder and said binder should be brought to each Heritage Foundation Board Meeting. Binder should include agendas, minutes

4. Chairman Walt Brown states we still have no way of receiving donations on line . A Pay Pal account will be established soon to allow on line donations to the foundation.  Bank of America sent a letter to the Heritage Foundation authorizing matching funds for the community service work done by tribal council member Vashti Clarke. Chairman Brown expresses gratitude for her effort .  

5. Chairman  Brown mentions the prospect of Tribal land and goes over a survey map with board members present. The total acreage is (79.7 acres) which belongs to the  Reese family. Chairman Brown stated the property is some 2 miles back in the woods off Hwy 671 (General Thomas Highway) and requires an easement from three owners to gain entrance to the property.

6. Chairman Brown asked Carolyn Carey to present her self to the board members present . She currently serves on the City Council in Emporia . She has 2 sons and 1 daughter who is a Doctor, her daughter is a tribal member. She stated that she has some Grant training.  

7. Chairman Brown informed the members present that there will be a ANA SEDS Grant Pre-application Workshop in Washington D.C. Feb. 5th – 7th, 2008.  The POC for this workshop is Ms. Candi Carmi of the Native American Mgmt. Svcs.  The expense for this training will be paid out of the Heritage Foundation Account. Chairman Brown stated a voucher is needed to be reimbursed for hotel and gas fees – the workshop is cost free. A motion was moved by Teressa Baxter that the fees for this training be paid out of the Heritage Foundation Account.  Beverly El 2nd the motion and the motion was accepted and passed by board members present . 

8. It was stated that we need a seal for the foundation – Chairman Brown will work on the seal. The Chairman states that all board members need to send Bio/Resume to the chair of the Grant Committee Mr. Charles Baxter.

9. On Jan 17th @ 12n Chairman Brown we be doing a speaking engagement at Hunterdale Elementary School  in Franklin, VA.  POC:  Virginia Wright 757-563-3000 or 3007 . 

10. Chairman Brown informed board members present that he spoke with Lawrence Distribution Company in Danville, VA reference bottle water depicting our tribal name and logo.
