 Chairman Brown reported that he had paid $25.00 for Food Vendor’s Health Inspection and it was reimbursed by the VA Beach Health Department on the Foundation’s credit card. 
A total of $900.00 in cash was received from Powwow Vendors and turned in at tonight’s meeting to be deposited as follows:  

$650.00 - in cash Vendor Money to be deposited in Tribal checking account by Vice-Chief Ellis Wright.  

$250.00 - in cash to be deposited in the Heritage Foundation checking account by Foundation Treasurer, Teressa Baxter.

Chairman Brown opened the sealed envelope labled “Pow Wow History Booth” containing $314.00 in cash brought in by donations, and sales of Waskehee Journals and post cards.  This money is to be deposited in the Heritage Foundation checking account.
Chairman Brown reported receiving a check for $200.00 from Oceana Naval Base for the presentation.  This brings the total brought into the Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Indian Heritage Foundation by the Chief via Native American presentations since May 2009 until today to $10,700.  

Chairman Brown reported that sales of the Waskehee Tribal Journals, postcards and donations
from the Oceana  presentation had produced an additional $75 in cash. 
A total of $145.00 was turned in for the sale of  tickets for the Pancake Fund Raiser scheduled for December 5, 2009 at Applebee’s Restaurant in Franklin, VA.

A discussion regarding the expenses incurred by the Tribal and Heritage Foundation Treasurer’s in the performance of their duties this year and the Chief in his numerous travels to present, negotiate or to set up for various events resulted in the following actions:

Cynthia Brown moved, seconded by Teresa Preston, for Teressa Baxter to reimbursed $100.00 from the Heritage Foundation checking account for expenses incurred in the performance of her duties as Foundation Treasurer.  Motion passed.
Teresa Preston moved, seconded by Cynthia Brown, for Vice Chairman Ellis Wright to be reimbursed $50.00 from the Heritage Foundation checking account for expenses he incurred.  Motion passed.

The Board was reminded that at the September 26, 2009 Tribal Picnic and Board meeting it had been moved, seconded and passed unanimously that Chairman Walt Brown be reimbursed 20% from any donations paid to the Foundation due to his Native American presentations.  From May thru December 3, 2009, Chairman Brown has brought in $10,700.00 in donations from presentations.  Chairman Brown did not want to accept 20% at this time but agreed to accept 10% , and to reserve the remainder 10% due him for a time when the Foundation is not facing the huge mortgage payments on the Tribal Land such as the one due in February 2010.   Ellis Wright moved, seconded by Teressa Baxter, that Chairman Brown recieve $1,070.00 to help cover his expenses incurred for his Native American Presentations. Motion passed.
Teresa Preston was asked to check with the Library in Franklin to see if the conference room was available for December 12, 2009 monthly Tribal Meeting.

The meeting closed at 9:25P.M. with prayer.
