                MINUTES CONTINUED OVER FROM TRIBAL / COUNCIL MEETING (2:00P BEGINNIG)

ROLL CALL BOARD : Chairman Walt Brown,Vice-Chair Ellis Wright, Heritage Foundation Treasurer Teressa Baxter, Recording Secretary Deborah Motahari,Teresa Preston At Large Member.
LAND AQUISITON:
· Lauren Harper letter was discussed referencing the money for loan. Chairman Brown has indicated that changes were needed for the loan  packet.  All Council / Board Members were sent this packet.  And that we need to read this packet 
· The change needed is the 1st payment on the loan . Lauren Harper had the loan payment being on the 15th of July 2009. This is to be changed to be August 15th 2009. She is not aware that our fund raiser is not  available until after our powwow  which is always the 4th weekend of July every year. 
· The interest on this loan is locked in at 5.75% to a ceiling rate of 10.75%. 
· Our payment schedule according to the letter of commitment  is to be twice a year beginning  Aug. 15th  2009 and 2nd payment scheduled for December 15th 2009. There will be a letter sent to each tribal member explaining what each member will be committed to for our land acquisition. 
· Chairman Brown has informed members present that he is about to discuss information that needs to stay inside this room and not to be discussed to outsiders. Not even to members that aren’t present. 
· This confidential information relates to our code of ethics. 
TIMBER:  Discussion of letter  referencing land purchase and timber bid was stated in todays meeting . Chairman Brown has read the letter sent to John Buckley referencing Par. 3.6 that is a conflict of interest to our Heritage Foundation . (Due diligence date is 2/28/2009) 
· Chairman Brown has asked that a motion be made for the Chair Person is directed to send out a response to John Buckley as applies to Par.3.6 of purchase contract dated Jan. 22 2008. A copy of this has been sent to Council/Board members via e-mail. Only 2 members sent a response: Cynthia Brown and Deborah Motahari.  This will go out to John Buckley on Monday Feb. 16th 2009. 

· The motion to send review of purchase contract  referencing Par.3.6  to John Buckley was moved by Deborah Motahari and 2nd by Vice-Chair Ellis Wright. 
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· We have been working with IP for Sustainable Forest  trying to get them to work around Par.3.6 of the proposed contract. IP is wanting to put a sealed bid after the closure of the timber allowing them to have the bid of timber at 110% of their bid which is greater than the other bidder  bidding on the timber that is cut. 




          
· This will allow IP to get the bid at 90% meaning if we  get the bid for $100,000 they will get the timber at $90,000 which would be unethical.  The timber hopefully will be sold at an amount that will pay the loan for the land of $42,750 off. 
· Kea Turner needs to be called about commitment letter that is due to BB&T Mar.2nd 2009. Chairman Brown does not have commitment from Kea Turner.  He is meeting Kea Turner Feb. 25th 2009 about the Sustainable Reforestry of Long Leaf pines at 10am. 
· Chairman Brown has asked that a motion be made for the Chairperson to explore all opportunites  of regenerating  long leaf pines in the designated 80 acres that will be cut and regenerated at a minimum of 50 acres as  a project with VA. Dept. of Forestry and National Conservancy . 
· Motion was moved by Ethel Johnson and 2nd by Teresa Preston . 

· A written contract will be presented to the board to vote on the project. 

GRANT INFORMATION:  The Language Grant  is in process and Chairman Brown  and Laura Ray (ODU GRAD.)  are meeting Feb. 21st 2009 to continue working on this .

· Teressa Baxter has informed Chairman Brown that Charles Baxter has submitted a SED’s Grant . She states it was sent to The ANA Dept.  Chairman Brown has questioned the address that the Grant was sent to and it is determined that it was sent to Washington instead. He has informed her that this should not have been sent out without the Council/Board approval . Chairman Brown states that this could cause us to lose our Foundation without approval and that it needed to be sent to ANA for review. This Grant is not due until March 26 2009 . 
HERITAGE  FOUNDATION CHECKING ACCT. BALANCE:  As of today the balance is $4818.75 without knowledge of outstanding checks.
