· A motion was made to pay for the appraisal of the timber on the land that we are in the processs of purchasing by Deborah Motahari  of the amount of $400.00 and it was 2nd by Beverly El  to be paid from the Heritage Foundation checking account. 
· He is a registered Forester graduating from Virginia Tech.
APPRAISAL INFORMATION:
· Chairman Brown has stated the appraisal for Merchanible timber which is appraised  at $111626.00. 
· Merchanible timber is timber that can be cut down and sold because of the age of the trees which are pines.
 The value of the merchanible timber is approx. $105,906.00 which will be used to pay down on the note and some of the closing cost with the bank. 
Premerchanible timber is appraised at $5720.00 which is timber that can’t be cut down because the age is between 7yrs & 8yrs old.  Kea Turner explains that the trees have to be 15yrs -20yrs old to be removed .
· Kea has stated that it is required by the State of Virginia that 7-8 trees per be left of the clear cut land so that new growth can be incorporated and that the trees have to be cone bearing.
· He has stated that long leaf pines would be suitable for this land that is clear cut and that years ago this area had long leaf pines but they have been depleted. So the state is trying to bring this back to this area . Kea stated that it is possible for us to get a grant from the Nature Conservancy to help with the reforestation of the long leaf pine.                                                     Pg.1
CLOSING INFORMATION:

· Chairman Brown has stated that Daniel Crumpler is the closing attorney for the purchase of the land acquisition. He has given all board members a folder with pertaining to the land . 

· The note for the land is set at $135,000.00 for a term of  1-5 years which is our goal. The long term goal is 2-7 years which will give us time to build powwow grounds ,Tribal Center,Museum,and Interactive Village and get grants to help with this.
· International Paper has agreed to pay ½ of survey cost,closing cost, and the grantors tax and we will be paying the remainder of $1900 and pay Kea his fee for selling the timber out of the money that we receive . The goal is to get $120000.00 and pay $90000.00  on the note and have some cushion left over. Chairman Brown has stated that each tribal member will be taxed a $100 a year for 5 years $50 in June and $50 in November as a donation to the Heritage Foundation which is tax deductible. We want to get the note down to 40k or 50k so we can pay the note off within the 5 year period.
· Chairman Brown has asked the Heritage Foundation to make a motion for the loan acquisition  upon agreement for the loan and commitment for BB& T to finance the loan. Vice-Chair Ellis Wright moved and William Howell 2nd. A majority has been given by the board of 100% along with Angus Hines proxy  that this action can be done .
· Heritage Foundation Board Members are: Chair Walt Brown,Vice-Chair Ellis Wright,Cynthia Brown,Deborah Motahari,Angus Hines,Teressa Baxter,and Beverly El and at large member Teresa Preston.

· We are counting on Kea Turner to get us a good bid for the sell of the timber which when the purchaser buys they buy the bulk up front. We also will have the buyer be present at the closing as well. 
· Our intentions are to give the first offer for bidding to Kea before anyone else. He has expertise in negotiating higher bids. Kea has stated his fee for doing the bid for us will be 4.6%  from the final sell of the timber . Chairman Brown has requested a motion to be moved for Kea Turner to bid the timber for a 4.6 %  of the sales from  the timber. The motion was moved by Teresa Preston and William Howell 2nd .  A majority was need for the final motion which was given at 100% from the Heritage Foundation Board. Chairman Brown has stated we need this timber cut down  within one year. Because if it is longer it will negate our short and long term results.
GRANT UPDATES:

Laura Ray is with us today and has expressed her concerns regarding the action needed for the grant that is due March 11th 2009 . She has given the Heritage Foundation Board members her gratitude for sending her to the Language grant writing class . Information that’s needed is:a short vita/resume from Board Members and that she needs to meet next week with Board members to discuss the details and get information for doing the Grant. The date is set for January 30th and 31st 2009.
