October 21, 2009

The Foundation Board met in the home of Teressa Baxter to review the contract and Powwow Expense Projections for the November First Landing Powwow and School Day, and to accept the Grant Donation  of  $10,000 from the First Landing Foundation to support the Powwow expenses.
Proxy’s were received from Deborah Motahari  via e-mail and Vashti Clarke via  e-mail  giving  Chairman Brown permission to use their Proxy’s  to vote on the Contract. 
The updated Powwow contract was reviewed line by line to insure that requested changes have been made.  Page 2 does not mention the % of the gate to be retained by the tribe of (20%) on page 3 on said contract.  We need to have a counter to track the number of adults and children who attend.  A telephone call was made to Collette Amici who assured us that the 20% amount would be added and the page revised to include.  
The projected cost proposal was reviewed and the cost shaved to $7750 to provide a $250 cushion for the contract expenditures.

Following the contract discussion, Teresa Preston moved and Teressa Baxter seconded a motion that the contract be signed with the pending corrections made.  A second motion was made and seconded to authorize Walt Brown to sign the non-liability statement saying we will not hold the First Landing Foundation liable for injuries to tribal staff.

Costs are projected to not exceed $8000.  A check for $10,000 from the First Landing Foundation will be given to the Heritage Foundation treasurer for deposit.

A called meeting will be held one week prior to the Powwow to write checks and prepare cash for payments to workers from the Heritage Foundation.

Today’s reported expenses: 
Tribal Journal Fees need to be determined on which account is to pay this fee.

MacKan’s bill of $110 paid from Heritage Foundation account is  Tribal Checking account responsibility. 

Indian Country  check written from Tribal account by Vice-Chief Ellis Wright. Turn-3 needs to be paid for caps from Tribal account. 
Oil was changed in the Van at a cost of $32.21 charged to the Foundation account check card.

One Waskehee was sold at the school presentation in Smithfield.  The foundation may receive a contribution of $500.

The Chairman, Vice Chairman and Secretary met with Lauren Harper and signed the new loan contract with BB&T changing the payment to Principal and Interest making the payment due in February $5641.00. Agreement on BB & T depends on Timber Market. January forms for forestry & land  to reseed land for trees are needed. 
The Secretary was asked to email the members about the Meherrin Powwow Saturday, October 26, 2009 and also to apologize to the members about the incorrect information received from Tanterrian Taylor about the Accohanock Powwow in Maryland being cancelled.

The meeting adjourned with Iroquois Prayer by Chairman Brown .
