The Heritage Foundation Board met in the home of Teressa Baxter with the following Board members present:  Walter D. Brown Chairman, Ellis Wright, Vice Chairman, Cynthia Brown, Secretary, Teressa Baxter, Treasurer.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Brown.

Chairman Brown reported on the outcome of the Franklin Fall Festival.  Donations and magazine sales. The February payment will be $5,641 after modification of the mortgage loan to principal and interest.  Chairman Brown stated that the trees need to be re-marked to identify the trees to be saved when the timber is cut.

A new application letter needs to be drafted for prospective members explaining the new application fee of $250.

An application for membership and three checks totaling $250 were received from Marc Washington to pay $60 admin fees for him, and $30 to pay for tribal cards for himself and his son.   The balance of $160 is to go to the land assessment tax.

The Tribal account has a balance of $963.37 in the BSV.  Today’s receipts of $520 will be deposited in the tribal account and the tribal account is to write a check for $325 to the Foundation account for land assessment taxes received today and one Waskehee sale.  $500 in cash is to be deducted from the BSV tribal account for cash to pay the dancer raffle prizes.  There will be eight drawings.  Two at $100 each and 6 at $50 each leaving $463.37 in the BSV account.
