Called Meeting

Members Present:  Walt Brown, Chairman, Ellis Wright, Vice Chairman, Cynthia Brown, Secretary, Teressa Baxter, Treasurer, William Howell, Beverly El, Angus Hines, and Teresa Preston, Member at Large

The meeting was opened with the Iroquois Prayer.  The Chairman reported that the grant application submitted to Southampton County for funding was denied however the Board of Supervisors voted to give their customary $1,000 for an ad in the Waskehee Issue VII.

The VCI will meet on Monday evening May 17th at 6:30 pm in the General Assembly Building in Richmond.  This will be the Council’s first meeting since the General Assembly granted recognition to our tribe and two others.  Chief Brown has a budget hearing scheduled with the Board of Supervisors and will not be able to attend.  Vice Chief Ellis Wright will need to attend and take the tribe’s seat on the Council in Chief Brown’s absence.

Tribal Land
The Chairman shared and explained the proposed layout for the development of the tribal land.  Pines in Cattershorack Town will be planted by tribal members (2.5 acres)  The Foundation will need to obtain a land disturbance permit from Southampton County at a cost of $500 for the 7 acres that will be burned and seeded.  The burning and seeding is projected to cost $720 an acre for a potential total cost of $5040.  Harvey Darden, using a GPS reading estimated the area to be about 4 acres and to cost between $5,00 and $6,000 for burning and reseding.
The Chairman has paid out of personal funds, for a $500 table for 8 at the Hampton Roads Regional Day in Chespeake, VA.  The following members have been asked to attend in regalia:  Teresa Preston, Beverly El, Vashti Clarke, Al & Charlene Suter, and Cynthia Brown.  The Chairman needs to be reimbursed by the Foundation for the cost of the table at a later time. 

Internet Service Payment

Deborah Motahari submitted a time sheet for her work on the website for 72.45 hours from December thru April.  Deborah also attended a training session with Linda Carter.  The reimbursement rate used previously was $4/hour making the total due her for her work on the website, $289.80.   Deborah is also $160 behind on making the internet service payment.  William Howell moved and Beverly El seconded that Deborah be reimbursed.  William Howell moved and Teressa Baxterseconded that we pay the $160 owed to get the internet service active again.  Cynthia moved and Beverly El seconded that we bring internet service current through June.  All three motions passed.
Financial Statement Review
The financial statement for the Heritage Foundation was reviewed.  Revisions were requested for the printing cost, land fees, and the timber sale.  Checks were requested for Teressa Baxter for preparation of the form 990 and the form 102 for 2009.  William Howell moved that we give Teressa Baxter $150.  Beverly El seconded the motion the motion passed.  William also moved that Cynthia Brown be reimbursed $100 for two copyright fees (issues V and VI) and for expenses for assisting with the preparation of the federal and state required forms. The motion passed.  William Howell moved that Teresa Preston be given $150 for her work on the minutes and the administrative fees spreadsheet.  The motion passed.

Administrative fees and Land Tax Donations
Angus Hines paid $500 tonight for additional land tax donation.  Teresa Preston reported an accumulative land tax amount of $9157.40 less $2719.00 collected in 2010 or $6, 438.40 since land tax donation began.  The amounts need to be verified with the Heritage Foundation Treasurer’s receipt book.

Application received from Thomas Lassiter.  A motion from Cynthia Brown recommended he be accepted as a member of the tribe.  The motion received a second and motion carried with no dissention.
