The design is based on Mike’s belief in green, sustainable project for the land with a light footprint, efficient heating and cooling with any runoff to be used on site vs runoff in the nearby river.  There are grants available to make these building projects environmentally sound.
The building features 7,400 square feet of space with a LEED of R30 insulation.  Cached roof water for use in landscape.  The building uses native materials (cedar boards and batten with natural stone.
Powell Management has done a cost analysis for the project and estimates the cost to be 2.6 million dollars
