June 26, 2010

Chairman Brown met with several individuals and companies to discuss land development prospects.  Lee McClure Construction Company of South Carolina – Re. land/brick & mortar grants available.  His company will help find if they get the contract to develop the land.
Brian Camden – Re. connecting the Chairman to engineers who can do a cost control projection for the project presently estimated at 2.9 million dollars.

CMSS Architect, Mike Ash – Re graphic rendition of proposed site development.  He wants to be sole source for the site, planning and development.
Other appointments include:  June 28th – RRM Architects and June 29th Mike Malayeze – H B Architects
Chairman Brown will meet with the Southampton Board of Supervisors on June 28th to give them details of the project as mapped out by RRM Architects.

Harvey Darden is waiting on weather and wind conditions to permit burning of the grounds in preparation for planting the Longleaf pines.

Grays construction will prepare and grade 8 acres of the property (2 for museum, 2 for Cattashowrack town, and 2 for worship center).  The cost will be $1440 up front and approximately $500 for the land disturbance fee.  Vashti Clarke moved and Teressa Preston 2nd a motion to pay these amounts.
Mike Johnson, County Administrator has informed that the laying of sewer lines along Old Bridge Road will cost $1800.  The tap in will be at Old Bridge Road with no lines on back side of the property.This needs to be paid as soon as possible as the price will likely increase.

Virginia Power needs to be contacted for electric light poles.  Teresa Preston has a contact she will ask who is in charge of pressure treated light poles.  Creosote poles are not wanted.

Teresa Preston expressed an idea for long term usage of the property.  There are no campgrounds in the county so we can allow people to camp for a fee with the caretaker monitoring usage.  Chairman wants the Board to concentrate on our short term goal of finding grants to pay for the development project.

Robin Smith has information on Brick & Mortar grants.  This was referred to Lovie Roscoe and Vashti  for follow up.

Other Business
Powwow- Currently 11 vendors signed up for the Powwow.  

Le Blue Water will add “State Recognized Tribe” to  the water bottles being ordered for sale.

Finances from June 11 were discussed.  Waskeee of $75 turned in to the Heritage Foundation was not accounted for.

Membership to the Smithsonian has expired.  The renewal should be paid from the Heritage Foundation account.  Vashti Clarke move with 2nd from Teressa Preston to pay the renewal..

The new application for membership received from Larry Smith was given to Vashti to contact Larry to complete the process.

Contracts received from the Cranfords, Head Dancers for the Powwow.

Pamela Field vendor contract received,.  Chief Brown will pay her vender fees.

Gloria El Application for membership submitted along with $130 in Chief’s possession.  Gloria is sister of Beverly El.  Vashti Clarke moved and Beverly El 2nd motion that her application be accepted.  $120 paid earlier will be credited to land assessment payment.

Rebecca Meeks – food vendor needs a food vendor contract. She will be the food vendor at the powwow.

Framed copies of SJ127 resolution are ready to be picked up.

Thunder on the Bay, September 18, 2010 in Hampton, Va invitation to attend was read.  We have a booth for this event.

Teresa Preston brought a quote for General Liability coverage through Farm Bureau.  The quote is 114 for $1 million coverage for timberland only.  Vashti Clarke moved and Teresa Preston 2nd the acceptance of the quote and purchase of the policy.  
Hawkins family check for $150 that was lost has been found and will be returned to Gloria Hawkins with our apologies.  Another check for $50 from Gloria Hawkins is also missing.

The South Carolina Waccamaw Powwow is scheduled for November 7-8.  The van will be leaving on Nov. 6th.  We will take a piece of wood from our tribal land to Chief Buster Hatcher.  The Powwow address is 591 Bluewater Rd.  Aynor, SC.

Chiefs Hatcher, Chavis and Colter all need invitations to our July Powwow.

Membership in the Southampton Chamber of Commerce was discussed.  Membership is $100 for non-profit organizations.  The Chamber is a source of funds for projects etc.   A yellow page listing was also mentionsed but this would be very costly.

Bills to be paid
The annual report of Corporations to the Commonwealth is due on June 30.  There is a $25 fee that must accompany the application.  Teressa Baxter moved and Vashti Clarke 2nd the fee be paid.

Cynthia Brown requested to be reimbursed $237.32 for mileage and parking for her trip to the VCI in Richmond.  Teressa Baxter moved and Vashti Clarke 2nd a motion that she be paid.  Mileage reimbursement rates wil be discussed at the next meeting.
Vashti Clarke moved and Cynthia Brown 2nd a motion to donate $184.50 to Bear Path Acres for 400 mice to feed the hawk.  This will be paid from the tribal account.

The Heritage Foundation treasury balance in checking is $18,665.63.

$410 was given to Ellis Wright from today’s meeting.

$740 was given to Teressa Baxter from today’s meeting.
