He asked if anyone had heard from either of the two absent members and no one had.                                                                                                                       - All other Foundation/Council members were present so there was a quorum.                                                      PURPOSE OF MEETING: To express the concern regarding the two grants submitted that was rejected by the ANA/SED reviewers. The reason being was that on the day of the Grants preview the Grant committee did not ask the questions in regards to the criteria of submitting the Grants. The reviewer asked the questions instead. · Chairman Brown stated that he needs Board Member Cynthia Brown to call Laura Ray and arrange an appointment for him to meet with her and express that he needs all items pertaining to the ANA grant: communications via phone, e-mail, text or letter, hard copies by letter, cd’s, and usb flash drives.

· Chairman Brown stated that one copy of the SEDS grant is missing and is not sure who has it. He assumes that Lovie Roscoe has this other copy in hopes that she does.                     

-Chairman Brown went into great detail referencing the discrepancy's given by the grant reviewer. In detailing this information we will use all suggested material that he has discussed that the grant reviewer states we did not have in the application.                         HERITAGE FOUNDATION MEETING BEGAN AT 12:30P

Scholarships- The criteria was given by our Scholarship chairperson, Beverly El. One of the criteria for awarding the scholarship is a letter of acceptance from an Accredited College or University. Jameshia Howell, William Lamb Howell’s granddaughter is present today to receive a book scholarship. In one of the previous meetings a discussion ensued regarding Jameshia’s qualifications to become eligible. At the previous meeting a letter was not presented from the college or university that she was accepted at. Today she presents her letter from VCU of acceptance. Beverly El read the letter to the board members and council members. After much debate Jameshia Howell met the qualifications. 

Carlos Brown, Allison Wright, and Jameshia  Howell each received book scholarship’s.  Carlos gave a very nice thank you speech for his scholarship and said it really helped out with his books. 

Ellis moved and Teressa 2nd to give Jameshia $500. Jameshia was also given her check and gave a thank you speech. The picture above is her accepting the check from Chief.

TRIBAL LAND:

· The land payment is to be paid by February 5th. No one could find the exact amount of the payment after the funds from John Cummings were applied to the principle.

· The land note balance is $30365.84. Chief wants $2000 paid for February. The actual balance due is $1629.15 which will be paid on February 5th 2011. The actual due date is February 15th 2010 and again August 5th 2011. 

· 155 acres across the street from our land was purchased. The tribe wants Chief to get in touch with the new owners to see if they may be willing to donate or sell to us. There are wetlands that they can’t really do anything with and we would prefer to own it so we could have more privacy.

· Burning of the land is to take place by the end of January 2011 and license to do the burn is read. The seeding of Long Leaf Pines should be sometime in February or March 2011.

· Need to come up with a floor plan for the Tribal Educational CTR and Museum.

· A packet for the land tax was presented today for viewing because we paid property taxes for our land for last year and this should not have happened. 

· Chief requested again that thank you letters be sent for land payments.

· The last deposit to the tribal account was $220. As of 12/31/10, the balance was $6170.31.

· The Heritage Foundation balance as of 12/31/10 was $14368.96. After the $500 check to Jameshia for her scholarship, the balance was $13868.96.

· Chief passed around the copy of the proclamation making November Native American History Month.

The Hedgepeth’s wanted the donation applied as follows:                                                                                  $100 for Bernard’s land tax                                                                                                                            $100 for Lila’s land tax                                                                                                                                   $50 for Lila’s dues                                                                                                                                                        -A vote was held by the council (Ellis moved/William 2nd) that the funds could not be exchanged for their personal financial obligations with the tribe. Cynthia noted that Vashti’s land tax had been paid by a volunteer grant from Bank of America as well as funds received via United Way. It was noted that the volunteer grant was different since Vashti had to work and put in hours to obtain the matching funds. The United Way donations come directly out of her check so these are different types of donations. The church would need to make the funds payable to the Hedgepeth’s and then they could determine how it was allocated.                                                                                                                                                                           -Andrea Demones Mason according to September 28th 2010 minutes, sent $25 in along with her application for admission to the tribe. A return letter was sent to her advising the cover sheet she received was outdated and $250 was due. She sent in the $250. Ellis moved and William 2nd to approve her application now that all funds were received. $25 went towards dues and $55 goes to the tribal account and allotted $35 for admin.fee and $20 for tribal card. The amount of $195 will go to the Heritage Foundation account for her land tax fee.                                                                                                                                                           -Leonard Stepp-$50 dues, $100 land tax. HAND SITE MARKER: 

-We are having issues acquiring the hand site marker. According to one of the ASV archaeologist we were not part of the hand site. So the ASV is discrediting our proof that there is documentation stating that we were part of the hand site. Chairman Brown stated that the wording for the marker is not accurate according to the ASV. 

-In order for us to proof this theory is accurate Chairman Brown stated that Teresa Preston researched the Archaeologist that documented the hand site and contacted him asking him if he would help to resolve this matter. He agreed to do this. Chairman Brown was in communiqué with Gerald Smith of Georgia. With much discussion the arrangement to have Gerald Smith flown in for the meeting was arranged by Deborah Motahari.

-Chairman Brown thanked Teresa Preston and Deborah Motahari in assisting in this expeditious matter.  It was noted in the meeting that the airline ticket purchased for Gerald Smith was paid for from the Heritage Foundation credit card. Since there was not approval before hand a vote was needed to acknowledge that the bill for Gerald Smith’s flight be approved after the fact. The amount of the airfare was $725.40 and an amount of $66 for shuttle service was reimbursed to Gerald Smith out of Chairman Brown’s pocket. The motion was moved by Teressa Baxter and 2nd by Deborah Motahari.

William moved andVashti 2nd that the funds for the tickets for the drummers will come out of the heritage foundation account to pay for their meals in the amount of $350. The fee for them to perform will be paid out of the tribal account in the amount of $400. Checks were written today to take care of the drummers and for the Board of Directors and Council members attending. A check in the amount of $450 was written from the Heritage Foundation account for the Board and Council members attending. 

-Chairman Brown read a letter from Kevin Denny today expressing his concerns today. Chairman Brown would like Kevin Denny to make a 2nd website for the Foundation.

 -Since the Chief’s birthday was the 14th, we had cake/soda, and sang happy birthday along with giving him a card. Teresa Preston presented the Chief with a very nice magazine with native and western articles along with a hand-made card with several pictures of him on it.

 -Dinner was held at Applebee’s restaurant and paid for out of the Heritage Foundation credit card.
