Tony Spivey, Consultant, discussed his proposal for Marketing and Business Analysis and writing a business plan.  He explained his proposal cost and what will be involved in the business plan development.  There is a three to six month timeframe for the usual business plan.  Chief Brown believes that some of the information needed has already been collected  Mr. Spivey will send a survey/questionnaire to determine what information is already available and will not have to be redone.  Mr. Spivey was thanked for coming to share his proposal in person.
The meeting was called to order by Chief Brown.  Minutes from Feb. 12 were not available for review.

Chief Brown has received a letter from Mike Ashe, Architect and Developer, requesting time to discuss working with the tribe on the creation of a business plan.
Chief Brown thanked Teresa Preston, Beverly and Gloria El, Vashti Clarke, William Howell and Ellis Wright for assisting with the setting of flags to mark the area of the tribal land where trees are to be planted.

The Foundation Treasurer needs to verify the receipts of funds listed in the minutes.  Final minutes for February 12th have a financial list attachment.  Contribution of funds for volunteer time cannot be shown as a cash donation from the member.  This must be corrected in the Feb. 12th minutes to reflect the donation from Bank of America on behalf of Vashti Clarke.
