Called Meeting Minutes

May 13, 2011

Opening

The meeting was opened with prayer by Chief Walt ‘Red Hawk” Brown.

Absent:  Vice Chief Ellis “Soaring Eagle” Wright, Lovie Knight, Beverly “Barefoot” El, Vashti “Sparrow Hawk” Clarke

Minutes of the April 21 Called Meeting were read and approved with corrections noted. 
The vendors that came for the April 30 were identified.  One vendor, Robert Martin, came and left without setting up.  Chief Brown called Mr. Martin by phone during the meeting and determined that a misunderstanding occurred.  The treasurer was authorized to refund his vendor fee of $100 and offered him a free spot at the July Powwow A note of apology will accompany the check when mailed.

Someone needs to attend the Southampton County Board of Supervisor budget hearings to speak up for a contribution  to the Foundation from the county budget to support the land development project.
