· Bills to be paid:
· Turn 3 – Bill for 100 caps @ $9.00 per cap= $900
 The 100 caps produced by Turn 3 were not the high crown cap style the Foundation has ordered from them in the past.  Rather than have Turn 3 absorb 100% of the cost of producing the Tribal graphics on the incorrect low cap style, the caps were taken to see if they would sell as the owner of Turn 3 claimed.  The low crown cap height is not popular with adult male customers and has not sold well at our July or November Pow Wows. Only 2 caps were sold.  The Chief has given away a few caps, hoping to stimulate sales, for which he stated tonight he would be paying the $9.00 per cap cost.  It was suggested by the Chief that $500.00 be sent to Turn 3.  This action was tabled until the next meeting scheduled for Dec. 10, 2011. Chief will count the remaining caps to determine how many he gave away and what he owes for them. Chief will draft a letter to send to Turn 3.
· P.O. Box Rent - $56.00 one yr. rent due today – to be paid by Ellis Wright first thing tomorrow morning in cash. 
· Turn in Money to the Tribal/Heritage Foundation Checking Accounts.
· Heritage Foundation Treasurer, Teresa Baxter, reported that of the $6,000.00 in cash which was withdrawn for the Nov. 23rd & 24th Pow Wow at Ft. Story, $5,550 was used to pay expenses leaving $450.00 in cash to be deposited back into the Heritage Foundation checking account.
· Teressa Baxter also reported she had received $475.00 in cash for Vendor Fees at the Nov. 23rd & 24th Pow Wow at Ft. Story which is to be deposited into the Heritage Foundation checking account.
· A total of $925.00 in cash will be deposited by Teressa Baxter to wrap up the old business connected to the Nov. 23rd  & 24th  Pow Wow at Ft. Story.

· Pow Wow Chairman ,William Lamb Howell, turned in this information to Chief so an update of the Vendor List (names, phone numbers, email addresses) can be made in preparation for next year’s Pow Wows.
· Norfolk State University Mini Pow Wow and Forum
$6,000 still due. The sixty days as per the contract are up. The story is that it is still being processed. The W-9 was faxed to the University two months ago.  They claim they can’t find it.  Chief will re-fax it again.  Hope to have the check within a week.  Need to decide how much of the proceeds from this event will go toward paying down the land note. Chief recommended no less than $4,000.00 be applied toward the mortgage. (We owe $23,428.00, plus interest on the Tribal mortgage)
· 2011 Tally of Foundation Grants, Presentation Stipends’, and Donations

For Dec. 10th meeting, the Chief would like to have a tally of all money received by the Heritage Foundation for Native presentations and all Pow Wows during 2011.

· Unauthorized use of Tribal Shield
The Tribal Shield is copyrighted. No one is to use it without written authorization from the Chief.  Tanterrian Taylor, who created an art work which incorporated the Tribal Shield into the design, and then sold raffle tickets for this item at both the July and November Pow Wows needs to receive a letter reminding her that written authorization is required first before producing future works that use the shield. 
· $150,000 Land Grant from State of VA  - The Tribe needs to respond to Sarah Richardson in Richmond VA regarding the land grant awarded for the purchase of the 157 acres that adjoins the Tribal Land.  The Chief will be calling Corey Collings again to see if they will now negotiate with the Tribe because Enviva has formally announced their wood pellet project will be going in another location within Southampton Co.  The Chief also will talk with Sarah Richardson about the restrictions that come with the grant and determine what facilities (primitive camping sites, boat launch, etc.) can be built on the land.
· Tribal Land Pow Wow Site 

Grey’s Construction needs to re-grade the Tribal Land tribal where it doesn’t drain correctly.  Grey’s Construction has informed the Chief that they cannot do the two acre sand pit.  We will need to locate another company who can operate sand pit. We need to reserve funds for the $1,000.00 per acre bond required to obtain the permits.

· 2011 Student Scholarship Awards

Beverly El reported that three college students had made application for scholarships :

Tiffany “Rain Tree” Desnoyers;  Hope “Fire Wind” Motahari, and David “Spirit Hawk Brown”.

Their applications were in order, and they had met the requirements (1) proof of enrollment in an accredited two year/four year college, university or technical school; (2) had been a Tribal member in good standing for at least 1 year; (3) had attended at least two Tribal Meetings or had participated in at least one Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Indian Tribal Pow Wow within the last year. The Scholarship Committee had presented their names at the November 12, 2011 meeting, it had been voted on and passed, and that the amount of the scholarship awards were $325.00 per student.   Chief Brown instructed Heritage Foundation Treasurer, Teressa Baxter , to cut the scholarship checks for distribution to the students at the Tribal Meeting & Christmas Party Dec. 10, 2011.  We want to be sure to get photos so this can be announced in the newspaper.

· Land Across Old Bridge Road Offered For Sale 

Chief Brown reported that he was call by the owners of Tax Map Parcel 76-17, containing 28.48 acres Zoned B-1 that is across Old Bridge Road from the Tribal Land.  The original investors have died off to just two people.  They have held it for over twenty years and want to sell it. It backs up behind the 7-Eleven, and the Division of Motor Vehicles on Rt. 58.  The new 2011 assessment values it at $142,000. It is located within the Southampton Economic Development Zone.  Currently it is growing pine trees.  It is a possible site to put the Tribal Wellness Center on. 
· Tribal Meeting & Christmas Party - Saturday, December 10, 2011
The Tribal Meeting & Christmas Party will be held at Teresa Preston’s farm, 10457 New Road, Ivor, VA 23866.  The meeting will begin at 12:00 noon – 1:00 PM. The Scholarship awards will be presented and photos taken.  The Christmas Party will commence afterwards.   The Chief will have the Tribal Secretary send out information on the Christmas Party for RSVP.  Vashti Clarke and the women’s group will coordinate the food.  Everyone is asked to bring a side dish. Teresa Preston reported that she will be roasting two deer hams and Vashti Clarke will be making her famous Buffalo Chili.  Those wanting to participate in the Tribal gift exchange are to bring a wrapped gift that is suitable for either gender.
· Tribal Land – Replica of Native Village
Chief Brown needs help in getting the point of contact for the electric company to solicit a donation of untreated telephone poles for constructing the two acre fortified area which will surround the replica of a 1508 Iroquoian village called Cattashowrock Town.

· Tribal Business Plan

Chief Brown will be meeting with Jan Little in Smithfield, VA on Dec. 2, 2011 to discuss what she would charge to development the Tribal business plan.
· Thanksgiving Turkey’s Distributed to Needy
Chief Brown, along with Vice Chief Ellis Wright, worked with the Diamond Grove Baptist Church Men of Faith Ministry to distribute fifteen Thanksgiving dinner baskets to needy families living in Southampton County.  The Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Heritage Foundation purchased the turkeys from Walmart on Nov. 21, 2011at a cost of $168.60 using the Foundation credit card and tax exempt status.  The Chief took pictures of two of the families receiving their Thanksgiving baskets and has submitted an article to the Tidewater News for publication.
· Conference Room Bill
Chief Brown paid $50.00 for the rental of the conference room tonight using the Foundation credit card.
