*BRIEF CLOSED MEETING WITH BOARD OF DIRECTORS AND COUNCIL
- Chief Brown explained the reason for the closed session meeting stating that it had no reflection on individuals that weren’t present.  

MINUTES: Minutes were not read today due to time frame. Chief Brown stressed that he needed everyone on the Council and the Board of Directors to corporate by giving their input promptly when the minutes are drafted and sent for comments and corrections. Chief Brown also stressed that this would prevent our overlap of meeting time when we are present. He also states that we are to have all minutes in our possession at every meeting. 
OVERVIEW OF TRIBAL PROGRESS AND COMMITED GOALS/GRANTS/TRIBAL CARDS:
CATTASHOWROCK TOWN:
· Colette Amici explained the process of her duties helping with the Interpreter Signs and the Trails for our Tribal Land. She gave a Power Point presentation today depicting native flora and fauna on our tribal land. The interpretation presented today will be used on our Interpreter Signs for our Trails. One of the signs will be revised from Smoke Fish to (Smoke Shad “Ok-yer Ko-han”).  All designs will be sent as a PDF file to Vick’s Signs and copies of graphics as well. A motion was made by Vashti Clarke and 2nd by Tommy Hines for the sign verbiage to be revised. The motion has been properly moved and accepted. 
· Bailey Barco (First Landing Foundation) will be assisting with the construction of the Round House using bamboo mats that will be used for our Long Houses as well. 

· An invoice was presented today for half of Colette Amici’s labor and seeds for planting the “Three Sister’s Garden”.

1. Writing and submission of online Dominion Foundation “Culture and Arts” charitable grant: funds in support of the creation of Cattashowrock Town. 
2. Design, including initial graphics and verbiage, of 15 interpretive signs to be displayed in Iroquoian Indian Village and surrounding natural area. 
3. Design and planting of two 35’X40’ “THREE SISTERS GARDEN” to be installed on tribal land in Courtland, VA(inclusive of the purchase of native seeds). 
4. Consultation on the design and purchase of plant labels for interpretive trails associated with Cattashowrock Town and nature trails through online source (GardenMarkers.com).
· A motion was moved by Vashti Clarke and 2nd by William Lamb Howell for Seed money in the amount of $104.30 to come out of petty cash from Flap Jack Fundraiser today. Motion was approved and accepted. 
· A motion was moved by Vashti Clarke and 2nd by Tommy Hines that Colette Amici’s 1st installment of $750 to be received out of the Heritage Foundation checking account. The motion was approved and accepted. 
· Question regarding the process of the Grant as to when all information will be compiled. Chief Brown stated that we need the budget ASAP and it needs to be from time period of 2009 to 2011in the amount of $13,000 to $44,000. The auditors are: Beverly El, Teresa Preston and Cynthia Brown. 
· Concept of Master Plan needs to be sent to Richmond Va.
· Sign for 9 Clans needs a motion to be approved as is. And sign needs to be made. It will cost $600. The motion was made by Tommy Hines and 2nd by Joe Epps. Motion was approved and accepted. 
· Cali Palm Reed Mats discussed. The cost will be $1700.00 plus shipping. The dimensions are 4’ X 8’ and we will need a total of 66. Also noted that these will need to be replaced every two years. 
· Cali Bamboo Fence is needed as well for the perimeter of the “Three Sisters Garden” and the Village. A total of 30 is needed and will total $1300.00 plus shipping. Dimensions are 4’ X 8’ X 1”.
