(As Trustee of the estate of deceased Tribal member, Mrs. Edna B. Wilson, Chief Brown has loaned, without interest,  the Heritage Foundation a total of $3,500, based upon the bequest of $3,500.00 to the Cheroenhaka Indian Tribal Heritage Foundation.  These funds cannot be dispersed until her home in Suffolk, VA is sold.  The Chief is to be reimbursed by the Heritage Foundation immediately upon disbursement of the estate funds.)

TRIBAL LAND UPDATE:
JD VAN (Surveyor) we owe for $5.00 for copies of the Tribal land survey.  Copies of the survey were mailed to the Dominion Power contact, Mrs. Keelo Cooley.  Chief will talk with Mrs. Cooley on Monday, July 9th at 2 PM, by phone, regarding the instillation of electric power to the Tribal land.  Mrs. Cooley has already stated that a 30’ x 600’ recorded and deeded easement to Dominion Power will be required to run the lines to the desired location.  The electrical easement requires going through forested area.  The majority of the easement is over an area of land already cleared, which leaves approximately a 30’ x 600’ area that need to be bulldozed and tree stumps cleared out for the electrical easement.  Grey Construction bid $450.00 to cut the easement.  To install underground electrical utility would cost more.
Grey’s Construction was approved at the last meeting to dig two small 75’ x 75’ ponds on either side of the existing road where the sand had already partially dug out by the previous owner but not to water level.  The excavated sand is to be used to build up the roads on the Tribal land, as needed.  No permits are required because each pond is under a ½ acre and the sand is not being sold or removed from the tribal grounds.
The Board has approved the following work to be done by Grey Construction: 
$5,228 to dig the two ponds and spread dirt to build up roads on Tribal land

$    450 for the electrical easement  
$    150 for mowing the 10 acre parking area

$      50 for mowing 3.6 acres in front and approximately 2,000 ‘of interpretative trails 
A deposit of $2,500 will be paid to Grey Construction to begin the above work.

Chief Brown reported that he had paid out of his pocket $360 to have the 10’x10’ shed moved from First Landing Foundation in VA Beach, VA to the Tribal land in Courtland, VA.  Chief Brown also purchased five 4 X 4 X 8’salt treated post for the shed to sit on and four 2” x 4 x 10’ salt treated posts to put around the shed to keep out snakes and he purchased a lock and hasp for the shed.

Chief Brown reported that he has spent approximately $1,100.00 out of pocket for gas to travel back and forth to Virginia Beach to move the numerous items donated by First Landing Foundation to our Heritage Foundation, which included filling up the gas tank of an ASV member, Wayne Edwards, who donated his time (three trips), truck and trailer to help tow the fence posts and other large items needing to be moved.

In addition, over a period of 9 weeks, Chief Brown has hired local men to assist with the instillation of the palisade posts that will surround the replica of the Cattashowrock Village, Town, delivery and off loading of items from First Landing  in the amount of $1260 out of pocket.
Yet to be built are the Sweat Lodge; Donnie Freeman is in charge of this.

Chief Brown reported that the Tribal Cook Books are sold out.  Chief asked Stephanie Brown if she has the Tribal Cook Book on her computer.  She was going to check.  Mackans in Franklin, VA printed the Tribal Cook Book so they may have it on file for reprint.

Stephanie Brown reported that the Buffalo Solders Bikers are willing to do a motorcycle ride fund raiser for the Cheronehaka (Nottoway) Indian Tribal Heritage Foundation once the weather cools up and is pleasant for motorcycle riding.  She said she needed approval from the Board and a letter from the Chief to set this up.  She moved and Beverly El seconded that the Buffalo Solders Bikers will do a ride as a fund raiser for the Heritage Foundation, for the 17th of November, 2012, with the ride leading to the Tribal land.  The motion passed unanimously.
The recommendation was made by Beverly El that advanced tickets be sold for the July powwow using numbered tickets like we did for the Pancake Fundraiser. Beverly is going to check on how to arrange this. 

Charles Baxter thanked everyone who prayed for him and gave a report that the cancer in his throat is all removed the report came back that they had successfully gotten it all and his kidneys are “cleaned up” and back to full functioning.  Everyone clapped and praised God.

The meeting was adjourned at 3:30 PM with everyone going out to see the Tribal land.
