CALLED MEETING
SATURDAY JUNE 23, 2012

RUTH CAMPBELL LIBRARY

The meeting opened with prayer by Chief Walt Brown with the following tribal members present: Chief Walt Brown, Vice Chief Ellis Wright, Cynthia Brown, Secretary, William Howell, War Chief, Joe Epps, Council Member, Beverly El. Foundation Board Member, Teresa Preston, Foundation Board Member, and tribal members Waleshia Hunt, Frances Wilkerson, Gloria El, Loretta Bailey, and Carolyn Brown.
Chief Brown shared the curriculum guide for fourth grade SOL’s in Virginia.  Chief Brown will review and make suggestions for changes.  Chief Brown has a printed Copy.  The Secretary has the disk with the guide 

We have received a response from the Language Grant submitted in March of this year.  The grant received 82 points last year but this year’s submission earned no points.  Chief Brown will call Lillian Sparks to discuss the feedback.
The tribe has received an invitation to participate in a College Powwow Sept. 22 and 23rd, 2012 at Barbara Scotia College in Concorde, NC.  We will discuss later whether we will attend.

There is an article in the ASV Newsletter about the Tribes tribute to Virginia Governor McDonnell. 
A letter was shared from Doug Dominick in reference to something to replace the VCI and to monitor important duties of the organization.

Members were reminded to review the tribal calendar on the website.

Gray’s Construction has been paid $800 for work done at the tribal site.  Colette Amici has been paid $1,500 for her work on the Cattoshowrock Town project.  Colette and Sandra Lawrence are looking for other funding opportunities.

Dominion Power has said that we need a 30 foot easement for the power line to the tribal property.  Gray’s Construction has submitted a quoted of $450 to cut the easement and $150 to bush hog 10 acres of Powwow grounds.  He has also given a quote of $5,238 to dig two ponds and build up the path and other low places on the property.   The date of November 16th has been set for the grand opening.  Approximately $6,000 is needed to complete the project.
As of today, the balance in the tribal account is $651.65.  The Foundation account balance is currently $1,960.78.   Funds are very low.  Members are not sending in their Administration fee and land tax assessments
July Powwow

Tee shirts were discussed.  The Cattoshowrock Town logo has been suggested as the imprint on the 2012 tee shirts.    The t shirt color will be white.  Frances Wilkerson moved and Beverly El seconded a motion to accept the Cattoshowrock logo for the imprint on the 2012 t shirt.  The motion passed. Shirts will be ordered from AAD D Tee Shirt Company.

Chief Brown will make a loan to the tribe of $3,500 to be repaid as soon as the $3,500 bequest from deceased member Edna Wilson is paid to the tribe from her estate.  Joe Epps moved and William Howell seconded a motion to accept the loan from Chief Brown and to repay Chief Brown as requested.  The motion passed.
The Council and Foundation Board also acknowledged an in-kind donation of $855 from Chief Brown for gas paid for from personal funds for trips to Va. Beach to pick up donated items from 1st Landing Foundation.  In addition the group acknowledged the in-kind donation to gas expenses for Beverly El who assisted with the trips to Va. Beach using her personal vehicle.
A membership application was received from Whitney Elise Gorton “Dancing Doe”  She is on the Green side.  Her application was accepted on a motion from Joe Epps and a second from Beverly El.  Her Roll # is A-86-7598.  Her check for $200 will be credited in the following manner:  Admin fees - $60, Tribal Card - $20, and Land Tax of $120.
