Chief Brown reported that he and Teresa Preston attended the conference at the College of William & Mary on May 5, 2012 entitled “Reclaiming Virginia’s Native Languages: A Lecture & Panel Discussion” given by Jessie Little Doe Baird, (PhD in Linguistics from MIT) and Director of the Wôpanaâk Language Reclamation Project (Cape Cod and Martha’s Vineyard, Conn.). Chief Brown represented our Tribe and served on the Conference Panel, commenting on how the Cheroenhaka(Nottoway) Tribe of Southampton County VA is working to preserve it’s language. A copy of Issue VI of the Waskeehee was presented to Dr. Baird.   The film, “We Still Live Here: Âs Nutayuneân” was presented, which is a documentary of their successful 25 year struggle to bring their language back to life.  
POW WOW VENDOR’S REPORT
Chief Brown reported that the National Library of Medicine is a new vendor to our July Pow Wow.  They have submitted $150.00 check and vendor contract for a 10’ x 10’ site. Tribal Land Update

Chief Brown reported that he had met with Dominion Power regarding establishing electric power to the Tribal land.  It will require a 30’ right of way for the line.  Need to get with the forestry people to see what we do about the easement where it crosses the long leaf pine reforestation project.  Dominion Power requires a physical address so we need to install a mailbox and get Southampton County to assign a street address number.  Also need to address the driveway culvert with VDOT.
Vicks Sign has finished the Tribal sign which costs $750.  Gloria El has given a check to the Heritage Foundation for deposit tonight to pay this expense for the Tribe.  Vicks Signs has also finished the 25 interpretative trails signs.

Chief Brown thanked Beverly El and Gloria El for their numerous trips to VA Beach to move rocks, picnic tables and whatever else their pick-up truck could carry.  Chief also thanked ASV member, Wayne Edwards who has a truck and trailer and has hauled several loads.  Chief reported that his private gas bill for this month exceeded over $700.00, plus he has paid out of pocket about $600.00 to several men in the community who were available to assist in physical work of erecting the split rail fence and the stockade  palisade and the seven carved totems which are now installed on the Tribal land.

Chief announced he has plans to make several more trips this week to First Landing Foundation to move as much as can be loaded on the available trailers, because the Navy wants everything gone ASAP.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:30 PM.
