MINUTES:

The meeting was called to order at 12:53 pm with a prayer by Chief Brown.
Minutes from February 25th, 2012 were discussed: Tommy Hines noted a correction on page 3. He is Jr. and his son is the III. Lila Hedgepeth and Larry Pegram’s name were removed from the minutes for being on the list for the Fund Raising Committee on page 4. The minutes stand approved as amended.  Chief Brown thanked everyone for reading the minutes prior to the meeting.

Chief advised the February 26th & 29th presentations were done. The tribal van needs to go into the shop due to the ignition being locked.

Bailey from First Landing is going to send Chief information on the mats that were on the longhouses there. The longhouse will be 20X40X12. Cypress bark will cover one and the mats will cover the other two. Darren Lewis came and identified plants on the land. A new trail has been cut. We will need to sow grass seed (fescue). Chief wants 25-30 twelve foot saw tooth oaks. The tribe will need to get these things done to cut down on costs. Chief asked that he not be the only one out there working as he was when the longleaf pines were planted.

Mail from the PO Box was gone through. Vashti agreed to do the minutes.

Chief asked for a list of all expenditures and credits after January 30th from the Heritage Foundation’s bank account.

The budget committee consists of Tommy Hines, Cynthia Brown, Teresa Preston and Teressa Baxter. Cynthia commended the other members for doing such an excellent job on such a difficult project. The reports should be easier after it’s done this time.

Debra Motahari advised Chief she does not have the September/October/November minutes to post to the website since she was not in attendance. Teresa Preston advised she sent them to her previously but will send them again.

The November 16-17 powwow at First Landing is still pending.

Larry Pegram’s check for $75 was written by Teressa Baxter and signed by Chief to reimburse him for his ad in the Waskehee that was never printed.

Collette Amici: Collette gave a presentation regarding the signage we would like put up on the land. She advised the signs we saw at First Landing were temporary and had to be replaced every couple of years. They consisted of a laminated sheet inserted under a plexiglass cover that was treated to prevent sun damage. They would cost approximately $600 a piece. A discussion was held to put up certain agricultural signs: sunflowers, long leaf pines, 3 sisters, tobacco, prickly pear, etc. Collette advised that more signs mean less interpreters you will need to walk people through the exhibits. She also advised to take into consideration people’s attention span…how long are they willing to stand and read something? Chief advised that William Byrd’s visit needs to be included in the narrative.
Collette spoke about a company called Baker Creek that is Native American owned and provides seeds of plants that are the descendents of the Cherokee Trail of Tears movement. Chief asked her for the information for the company.

Cynthia Brown and Teresa Preston will work with Collette on the Dominion grant. The project cost is $300,000.

Teresa Preston was reimbursed for paper and ink in the amount of $173.34. Vashti Clarke moved and Tommy Hines 2nd.
