Chief’s Report
Nov. 8, 2012 –Meeting with Sec. of Natural Resources ,Doug Domenech   
The Pamumky Chief sent a representative, all other chiefs were in attendance. 
 Chief Brown asked about the funding of Historical markers money for Native American historical sites.  Found out that DHR is going to take down some 30+ signs that were put up years ago due to “inaccuracies”.  
Governor Robert F. McDonnell signed a proclamation for Native American month.
Tribal Land 

We are making a lot of progress on the tribal land.  
Chief Brown has been feeding the detainees who have been working on the ticket booth, and Gloria and Beverly El brought lunch on Nov. 8th.
We have to clean up, get the nails up, and haul off the old rotten lumber.  After today’s meeting we will be going out to the Tribal land.  
Receipts on building materials were totaled during the meeting – Pending any outstanding receipts not reported today the approximate amount for ticket booth roof construction directional signs, lumber, posts & hardware = $2,253.52

14 one way signs - $376.32 Tribal account reimbursement to Beverly El for picking them up and paying for them initially.

2 - Disabled Signs one row of parking for disabled

Bus Parking Signs $37.50 each x 10 signs  (18” x 34”) – one row of parking for busses ( $375.00) 

Mickey Grey –Need to schedule the saw tooth oak planting.
Chief is now $7,493.53 out of his own pocket for paying for labor and other things, including thru today.
Chief Brown suggested the Tribal land be open for business this spring each Wed, Fri & Sat, and open March , April, May – CLOSED DURING THE HOT SUMMER MONTHS  - & open Sept., Oct., Nov.
Dominion Power Grant 

Chief Brown read the Nov. 5, 2012 letter from Max Bartholomew, Jr.,  stating that the Domion Power grant committee will consider the Tribe’s request for the $25,000 grant when the board meets in 2013 because all the 2012 funding  has been allocated, and that we can also apply for a  “close the gap”  grant of  $10,000 in 2013.
