Chief Brown said he has two more boxes at home that he will check.

               -Chief Brown expressed gratitude to Teresa Preston for her assistance in making 500 copies of Powwow Flyers/Vendor Contracts. There were 390 envelopes stuffed and 110 sent to Middle Schools.

Teresa Preston gave her report on Home Schools. She has received two confirmations. Chief Brown said he needs the address to the ones that declined.             






 


                -Tents that were donated from First Landing Foundation have holes in it. Robert Stevens is on the tribal land today raising the tent and patching the holes up. Chief Brown has made numerous calls to Bailey Barco in the past month and has been unsuccessful. We need to send a letter to Carolyn McDonnell referencing the issue regarding items that were donated In Kind to our tribe. A confirmation on how much she is writing off for tax deduction is needed because we have not received all items requested and this will be an issue for a Federal Audit. We requested the Camper but it is no longer at First Landing and we need to know how items were stratified. 





                - A letter needs to be drafted to send to those tribal members that have paid their Land Tax off thanking them for their contribution. Chief Brown needs to put his signature on this letter along with Teresa Preston. Teresa Preston needs to draft the Thank you letter. Teresa Preston also needs to send an email to those that have paid their administrative fees stating they are in good standing to keep members motivated.                                                                                                                      -Legal documents need to be filed properly for our Federal Recognition and a Federal Audit. 


               -Chief Brown asked Teressa Baxter if the Tax Exempt form has been processed yet. Teressa Baxter states it has not been done yet. Chief Brown indicated that this was an important process so we can buy items for our tribal land tax free. He also stated that he can’t continue to contribute money for our Tribal land and Village because to date he has out of pocket expenses of $7023.53 and if we can’t get this tax exemption form approved then progress on the tribal land will have to come to a halt and it will be an embarrassment for our tribe. 





GRANTS: 
-Dominion Power Grant discussed and brought to Board/Council members attention. The OUT OF TOWN GRANT needs to be done now. The budget was reworked for the Dominion Power Grant and sent to Colette Amici this week. Chief Brown said he will submit his invoice for out of pocket expenses when the Grant is approved. We need $3000 to pay for our upcoming Powwow in November. Chief Brown was informed about Dominion Power Grant from Mary Ross in Virginia Beach. Julius Williams informed Chief about the Nottoway Group receiving the Organizational Grant.
