· October 25th 2012- Chowan University (CANCELLED) - Notice was sent to ask for a stand alone presentation, no response as of yet.

· September 8th 2012- Courtland Heritage Day- We did not have a booth to represent our tribe this year. Chief is concerned because he emailed Linda Updike several emails and she did not respond. He asked Teresa Preston to email Linda Updike (So. Hampton Co. Historical Society President). Teresa Preston informed Chief that Linda Updike has blocked Chief’s emails. We have been representing our tribe for 3 years and didn’t know why we weren’t being responded to about reserving a booth. Chief Brown stressed concern that we as a tribe are not getting involved about representation of our tribe by marketing and that the other group is marketing their tribe. He stressed that if the other group puts a petition in for Federal Recognition and they receive it we will miss out. 
· October 6TH 2012- Need tribal members in regalia for our two booths. One w/electricity-$65, one w/out-$50=$115

· GOVERNORS TRIBUTE APRIL 2012-Chief Brown distributed pictures signed by the Governor to tribal members that were present. A thank you note needs to be sent to Michaele White the Governors photographer. 

CATTASHOWROCK TOWN:
· Chief Brown is distributing letters to schools in the Virginia area/Northampton Co. /Hertford Co. area to promote our Grand Opening. He has paid an individual $200 for names/phone #’s and addresses of the Principals of these schools. 400 stamps purchased to mail flyers that Chief Brown paid out of pocket and an individual to stuff and mail out. 
· Teresa Preston has agreed to contact all of the Home School individuals and inform them of our Grand Opening on November 16th & 17th 2012.







     
· Chief Brown stressed his concern regarding expenses being paid out of his own money. To date he has contributed $7223.53 towards:

                             -His concern also is that the men in this tribe are not doing their share of work in our tribe and that the women are               doing more than the men are. Big Kudos to Beverly and Gloria El, Mary Francis Wilkerson and Joseph Epps.                               He stated that our newest tribal member Lewis “Strong Beaver” Bateman and his nephews have been on the tribal land every day since Chief Brown met him. 








                                               -Chief Brown informs members present that he has injured himself and can no longer do the work he has been doing and he needs help from our men. We have 8 sets of bleachers donated from First Landing which were unassembled and reassembled on our tribal land by Lewis “Strong Beaver” Bateman and his nephews. One set is being finished up today which will complete all 8 sets. He also stated that he has not been able to do any Administrative work due to his labor on the Tribal Land.                                                                                          





· We need to put a roof on the ticket booth because individuals assisting in the removal cut the ticket booth in half and took the roof off and discarded it in the trash. Round house mats need to be assembled and weaved on; needs to be done by next week. Interpretive trail signs need to be placed, along with the assembly of the watch tower and threshing booth. We need tribal members to assist in placement of these items. Chief Brown informs the plan for business tourism is to have the grounds open 3 days a week, (Friday, Saturday, and Sunday). 
· Chief Brown informs that the Load letters for the Electricity on our tribal land have been submitted by tribal member Todd Ricks. In a conversation today with Todd Ricks, informs Chief Brown that this info was sent to Keela Cooley. We are looking at installing 3 meters for: powwow grounds, kitchen, and ticket booth. The estimated price for these 3 meters would be $33,000 approximately depending on info received from Keela Cooley. If we can’t afford all three due to this price we will have to work with 1 meter due to the fact that pricing differs for business and residential. Until we get electricity we will have to use generators for power temporarily. Teresa Preston volunteered the use of hers. 
· VADOT representative Joe Lomax sent employees out to our tribal land to view the damage of the Canal from the excessive rain that occurred several weeks ago. The rain washed over the area of our road and on the Powwow grounds and eroded it. VDOT is responsible for cleaning out the ditches due to the fact they have not been maintenance. Trenches have since been dug out to relieve some of the flooding issues in the future we need rocks to go around the trenches. 
· Mickey Grey was approached about the ponds that were dug out due to the excessive rain received. The rain eroded the area around the ponds and damaged the road between the ponds. He was given $2000 and is owed $738 more. A total amount given to date is $4500. 
· We will build a Barn/shed style Drum Arbor 20’x10’x40’. The cost will be $3204 approximately.
·  We need to purchase grass strips.

· We will be renting one tent for the powwow from Robert Stevens.
· The Vendor book was given to William Lamb today. 
· Chief Brown will go to BB&T Monday.
· We need tax exempt letter for purchases and Teressa Baxter needs to apply. 
· Insurance policy for tribal land reviewed and given to Teressa Baxter. (Kudos to Teresa Preston)
· A meeting with the So.Hampton Co. BOS was schedule to include the issue regarding our Tax Exempt status. This was approved by the BOS by a Public Hearing in the near future. Date has not been scheduled. Need as many tribal members there to support favor for our tribe.                                                                                                                        PG. 2
· Karenne Wood met Chief Brown on our tribal land for a discussion in regards to what we are planning. She is doing a project for all Indian tribes of Virginia. The project is called VIRGINIA INDIANS VISUAL ARCHIVES. The project entails; language, ethno history. Chief Brown has asked the Council for a motion to allow Karenne Wood to access to articles and to extract pictures and data referencing our tribe. A motion was moved by Beverly El allowing Karenne Wood access to our WEB site to extract data needed to complete this project on Virginia Indians. The motion was 2nd by William Lamb “Spread Eagle” Howell. The motion was unanimous. She is not allowed access to our member page! Password to member’s page will be changed.
GRANTS:
· Dominion Power Grant- did not get approved. Chief Brown informs members present that he received knowledge regarding The Nottoway of Va. Inc. receiving a Dominion Power Grant. Chief Brown called Margie Regreer (Director of Philanthropy) and informed her of what we are doing for our tribal land. He back doored the grant. She informed Chief she would send a note to Julius Williams & Max Bartholomew. 





                    - Max Bartholomew’s name was on the disapproval for the Dominion Power Grant. Chief Brown spoke with Julius Williams and explained what happened with our request. Julius Williams reviewed the grant and said that we can help you get a Close the Gap Grant for $25,000 and that their budget year is so close that we may be able to give you a voucher or whether they will be able to give any money this year. 







-Max Bartholomew called Chief Brown and they met on the tribal land. Chief Brown explained to Max Bartholomew what are plans are for the tribal land. Max informed Chief Brown that we need to apply for the $25,000 grant. An email came back from Julius Williams about a grant for $15,000-$25,000. He indicated that this amount is what we can apply for. This email was sent to all council and board of directors. An Organizational Grant in the amount of $5000-$10,000 can be applied for in 2013. This is the same grant that the Nottoway group received. Chief said he needs someone in the tribe to take the lead to find out what this grant entails. 








-Chief stressed concern over individuals that attended the Grant writing sessions that were paid for by the tribe and have not even done a grant or research for grant. The grant that was rejected was discussed with Colette Amici and Cynthia Brown. He informs the two that they need to get together and rewrite /retweek the budget for the grant in the amount of $50,000; $25,000 in kind and $25,000 from Dominion Power. Chief also stated that we have a short window to redo the grant because the fiscal year ends in December.
· SEDS/ANA- were not approved again. Chief had discussion with main individual in regards to the discrepancy in the rejection of the grants. This individual stated they would sit down and discuss each section of disapproval and remedy the problem. Cynthia Brown and Chief Brown need to schedule a date to review the issue with the rejecter of the two grants. A hard copy was sent back that Cynthia was in possession of but she has misplaced it.

Teresa Preston needs to send a letter or email to Jean and Michael informing they are pass due for administrative dues for 2010,2011,2012 in the amount of $180 each totaling $360. 
· Teresa Preston is asked by Chief Brown to send Spread sheet with data on administrative dues/land tax for 2011 to this date to all Board and Council.

This would exclude Council/Foundation Board of Directors/Fundraiser Committee Chair-Co-Chair.  A motion was moved by Joseph Epps and 2nd by Teressa Baxter to allow tribal members to sell 2 books of raffle fundraiser tickets to assist with their land payment in the amount of $100 in their name. Motion was unanimous.
