GRANTS

Chief Brown announced that a $25,000 “Close the Gap Grant” was awarded from Dominion Power. The check for $25,000 was received Tuesday, April 2, 2013 from Max Bartholomew.  Chief Brown passed around a copy of the check and the deposit receipt into the Heritage Foundation checking account dated April 3, 2013.  Chief intends to get the copy of the check framed.

Chief Brown reported he has 27 Tribal cards to do.  
UPDATE ON WEBSITE POSTING FALSE GEANEOLOGICAL & HISTORICAL INFORMATION 
The Nansemond Tribe has posted false historical information about Edith Turner being a Nansemond Indian who spoke Algonquin.  Chief Brown wrote a letter to the Nansemond Indians asking them to remove it from the website.  The Nansemond Tribe sent letter to Sec. of Natural Resources Doug Domenech.  Chief Brown is sending information to Sec. of Natural Resources to refute the Nansemond Tribe’s false claim.  Chief Brown read to everyone the numerous historical references from books and publications published as early as 1836, plus the additional research from numerous websites that state Edith Turner was a Cheroenhaka(Nottoway) Indian Chief who spoke the Iroquoian language. Chief Brown will be sending this to the VA Sec. of Natural Resources.  
MINUTES FOR MARCH 21, 2013

FUNDRAISERS:

· Mary Francis Wilkerson reported that Tanterrian Taylor had recommended the Tribe do a giveaway of Pow Wow tickets on 103 The Wave.  Chief Brown reported that he had been called by The Wave and it would costs the Tribe over $600 to advertise with them. We can get the same advertising for $350 for two weeks with 107.7 FM in Franklin.
· Chief Brown reported that Robert Stephens is willing to cook 5-7lb size, fresh cooked picnic shoulders (Boston Buts), cooked for pick-up at Cattashowrock Town on Sat. April 27, 2013, for 10am – 4pm, on Rt. 742, Old Bridge Road, Courtland, VA.  It was decided to print 200 tickets for Boston Butts @ $25 per ticket.  Chief Brown will get the meat through the Army commissary.  Mary Francis Wilkerson moved and Cynthia Brown seconded. 
· Teresa Preston reported that the department store, Belk, in Franklin, VA, has two fundraiser events per year, in April and November.  Only  501(c) (3) organizations can participate.  Tickets are sold for $5 each and we get a split.  The person buying the $5 ticket turns it in and automatically gets $5 off any purchase at Belk on the day of the event.  Teresa Preston will obtain the full information from the manager at Belk. We can look at the November shopping event as a possible fundraiser.  Teresa found out about this fundraising opportunity at the Chamber of Commerce dinner.
· Chief Brown passed around a color calendar from www.vistaprint.com .  Calendar costs $9.00 per copy for 50 copies.  Prices may be lower for larger orders.  Pictures should be chosen to include as many Tribal members as possible.  It would be produced in time for the November Pow Wow.  Motion: Joe Epps moved that 100 copies ($900 or less) be ordered for a 2014 calendar with the adjustments mentioned by Chief Brown. Cynthia Brown seconded.  Motion passed.
A Call meeting will be scheduled for some night next week.  
Chief Brown would like to be reimbursed for the loans he has given the Tribe at the Call meeting, but will defer $4,000 of what is owed to him to be used for the Foundation to purchase a lawn mower.  
Dail’s Hardware in Franklin, VA, has offered our Foundation a reduced price on a professional grade, 60”, zero degree turn Dixie Chopper lawn mower.  The regular retail price is $12,500. We can purchase it for $8,000. 
MOTION:

Joe Epps and Beverly El moved that the Foundation purchase the 60”, zero degree turn Dixie Chopper  lawn mower from Dail’s Hardware for $8,000 , tax exempt.  Motion carried.
DOMION POWER MEDIA RELEASE

Thursday, April 18, 2013  - 9:30 AM at Cattashowrock Town in Courtland, VA - Max Bartholomew has scheduled a media blitz with Chief Brown for Dominion Power’s representatives to officially present the $25,000 grant at Cattashowrock Town.  We will need Tribal members in regalia for this.
The meeting adjourned at 3:50 PM so Tribal members could follow Chief Brown out to the Tribal land to check on the tent set-up, offer help if needed and see the progress thus far.  Chief Brown has mounted the House and Senate Resolutions in the Ticket office that he is now calling the Tribal office.
A new sign was installed on the outside of the Tribal office.  The gate entrance now has PVC pipe installed in the ground to lock the open gates into place.  New plants have been planted at the gate entrance.  Door latches were installed on each side of the double doors in the Tribal office that face  Cattashowrock Town so they can be safely secured when open and provide a handicap accessable entry for visitors.

Chief Brown called at 7:30 PM to report that he had paid out of his pocket the tent laborers who had been out there since 9 AM this morning as follows:

$60.00 – Stephenson 

$20.00 – to the two Bateman boys

$25.00 – to Eagle Eye to buy lunch for the Bateman boys and himself.

$15.00 – to Eagle Eye for his labor

$35.00 – to Henderson for his labor
$155.00 total for labor at Tribal land for April 6, 2013.
