· A Certificate of appreciation was made for USDA for the $500 gift we received for our presentation. 
· Newspaper article with Tide Water News discussed referencing our turkey donations to 5 families. Tribal member Karen Barrett was the PR.
· Media coverage with Tidewater News was incorrect for our School Day November 15th 2013. It stated there 100 students and a notice was sent requesting correction to be more than 1000. We will be using this media coverage for our Federal Recognition packet. 

· Chairman Brown presented our Media coverage book to be used for our Federal Recognition packet. 

· Chairman Brown has brought to the floor info on a Tribal 8A Partnership with HGS (LLC.). He has explained the criteria involved in the partnership and a vote was made today approving continued negotiations and communication regarding a prospective partnership. The vote was moved by Vice-Chairman Ellis Wright and 2nd by Council man Joseph Epps to continue negotiations with HGS (LLC.) for prospective partnership. The vote was unanimously approved by Board of Directors: Deborah Motahari, Beverly El, Teressa Baxter, William Lamb Howell, Teresa Preston; Council Members: Vashti Clarke, Tommy Hines, Proxy from Gary Burnette, Cynthia Brown Proxy given to Chairman Brown and Tribal Judge Charles E. Baxter. 
· Joseph Epps has a friend who is an artist who came to our May 14th 2013(Celebration of The Sisters) Powwow and stated our village is depicted as being better than Jamestown, Va. She also painted a picture of our Three Sisters Garden in acrylic that Joseph purchased. In addition, she had 25 Giclee Limited Edition Prints made. Joseph purchased Giclee print #1 out of 25 and had it mounted & framed by the artist. The Giclee Limited Edition print was donated by Joseph to the Tribe for exhibiting in the future Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Indian Museum. His friends name is:

- Tommy Hines survey was entertained for discussion to critique the suggestive survey that will be sent to educators in the area for suggestions. Question #6 should be something to the effect of: Is it convenient to your school for special tours/events. Our village is open to schools Monday-Friday beginning 1st day of March-November. Teresa Preston suggested that question #4 should be worded to show what level the SOL is needed and the value. William Lamb Howell made a motion to move and Joseph Epps 2nd the motion to accept Tommy Hines draft survey with the corrections to #4/#6 questions. Vote was unanimous and copy needs to be sent to council/board.

· A bronze plaque was made for Dominion Power to commend them for our grant received from them. The total charges from VIC’s sign are $667.50. A vote is needed to for approval on expense for the plaque. Ellis Wright moved and William Lamb Howell 2nd the motion. The top philanthropist will be contacted to come to our tribal land to receive the plaque. 

· Conversation ensued reference to grants. We are in need of more grants to help with the Museum and Cultural Center. 

· Chief Brown brings to the table that we need to do a language CD. Colette Amici recently went to New York to the Iroquois Conference. She met with Dr. Smallwood at Syracuse University who specializes in Iroquois language. Colette has suggested we communicate with him and attend the yearly meetings in New York. She has taken the liberty to reference our tribe to Dr. Smallwood. 

· Wayne Edwards who is an honorary member and an ASV-Nansemond Chapter member brings good news to us about our tribal land. Recently artifacts were discovered on our tribal land, arrow head of the archaic period and pottery shards. He informs that our tribal land is in an area that was not registered on of the surveys for Native American sites. The initiative has been taken to the Department of Historic Resources DHR to have our site authenticated and registered. We now have an official site number #44SN0300 and sometime in 2014-2015 in a Phase I survey is possible.
