DRUM GROUP:
· Concern was addressed today by Chief Red Hawk Brown regarding tribal member Al Suter’s health. 

· Chief Red Hawk Brown presented The Great Nadawa Drum Song spoken in our native language along with “My Heart Song”, “Morning Strong Song”. Chief Red Hawk Brown stated he gave copies of these songs to tribal members a year ago and that everyone should have them memorized. 

· Chief Brown asked tribal member Lewis Bateman’s nephews to stand for an applaud for their dedication and persistent hard and much appreciated labor that was contributed genuinely prepping for our Grand Opening of our Tribal Land and Village Cattashowrock Town.

· Chief Red Hawk Brown wants individual tribal members to help organize our Drum and has given the task of our new Drum Group “The Great Nadawa Drum” to Bateman Boys:    Bruce “Two Beavers” Bateman (18), Christopher “Little Fox” Bateman (18), Aaron “Young Buck” Bateman (17), Micah Church(18), Joseph Bateman(16), Julian Bateman(16).  He has asked Chris “Heron” Ortiz and Kenny Muckelroy to assist in organizing our drum group and prepping the young men on performing. 

· Chief Red Hawk Brown expressed to the young warriors that they could participate in Drum competitions awarding a $1000 prize or more        

                                                                                                                                                                                                            Overview of Tribal Progress and Commited Goals/Grants/Tribal Cards:
· Cattashowrock Town: *Mickey Gray was paid $200 for soil (labor to redress ponds)*
1. Cypress tree fell on our land and is available to carve and burn out for our two canoes that we need.

2. The Eagle Tree that was set up at our November Powwow needs to be removed from our Village and relocated outside the village.

3. Our Tribal Grounds and Village will open for guided tours March 20th 2013. Tribal members needed for interpretation, and guided tours of the Village and surrounding trails. 

4. We need Palisade post for the two sides that haven’t been completed. 

5. One each matt/bark covered Long House 15’x40’/one each Round House. 

6. It was noted today reference John Simmons Patent 1728-1731 for Grist Mill for our land was discovered and we are in possession the two grist wheels.

7. Signage for Long House is at Vic’s Sign, expense covered.
8. Chief Brown ‘s voucher pending (Out of Pocket expenses for Cattashowrock Town, Powwow , Labor paid out/etc.). 

· Grants:

1. Dominion Power Grant- Colette Amici is processing no input today due to illness.

2. Close the Gap Grant- Max Bartholomew contacted and stated soon we will know how much money we are to receive. 

3. Organizational Grant (Powwow) $10,000 needed.
4. First Nations Grant $20,000 needed.

5. VLCF Grant Approved-$300,000 Matching (Land) next to Cattashowrock town. Doug Dominick has been in communiqué with regards as to if there is any progress to acquire the land. Chief Brown informed Doug Dominick that the land was appraised at several million dollars and that this land is not exact in value. Chief Brown informed Doug Dominick that the land is being reappraised to have the value lowered to a compromising value. 
6. Out of Town Grant- Teresa Preston and Cynthia Brown are to work the budget for this grant valued at $10,000. A letter is required from Board of Supervisors. 
7. SEDS GRANT/LANGUAGE GRANT (STATUS)-Cynthia Brown and Beverly drove to Reston, Virginia to receive input and clarification regarding the denial of the two grants.  Input is needed from the two. Chief states that the Language Survey Discrepancy was input by a PH.D. He also informed he will not be participating in either of these grants. Also noted by Chief Brown is that the Criteria has not changed and stays the same. Beverly El explained there are changes. Cynthia Brown has a guide that was given on the briefing of the Grants and will need to be cut and pasted. 
8. Gary Burnette is drafting a letter and brochure to send out to 1000 Entities/Donors for donations requesting $2500 each to assist in building our Culture Center / Museum. Gary Burnette needs to provide input and is not present due to a scheduled obligation.
9. Word of the Week created by Sparrow Hawk Clarke needs to be studied and memorized by tribal members. Chief Red Hawk states that he wants to create a CD with flute music in background translating our native language in English words and sentences by May or November 2013 Powwows.
