iv. TRIBAL FUNDRAISERS-STATUS (COMMITTEE REPORT)

Teresa Preston reported that the brochures were ready.  An example of the brochure was distributed to those present.  The ability to easily read the black print on the blue background was discussed.  To improve readability, Teresa suggested that the font color be changed from black against the blue background to white print against the blue. It was also pointed out that copying these on a copying machine and folding then in thirds does not produce a professional looking product.  A comparison was made between the tri-fold brochures produced by Joseph Epps hometown museum.  The paper is glossy and slightly larger than 8.5” x 11” but still fits in standard envelopes and fits the display cases in the tourist kiosk.
