ATTENDANCE: 
Chief Walt Brown, Vice Chief Ellis Wright, War Chief William Lamb Howell, Foundation Treasurer Teressa Baxter, Sonya Howell-Taylor, Beverly El, Gloria El, and Teresa Preston.
Chief Brown called the meeting to order and gave the following updates:

TRIBAL  LAND
· Tribal land Mortgage -$6,240.00 balance left on Tribal land after the Foundation’s last payment of $1,629.00??? Teressa Baxter last payment was paid February ____, 2013.
· The Eagle Tree blew over in the last storm.  A new location was selected by Chief Brown.  Chief Brown with the help of Quinn Clarke dug a new tree hole, replaced the nest and carved wood Eagles, and with the additional help of  Vice Chief Wright and Henderson Lawrence (Hired Laborer) It was moved it outside of the Cattashowrock Town Palisade Village to an area in front of on the side of the palisade village so that it could be better appreciated as visitors approach.   
· The “Three Sister’s Garden” was cleaned and raked by Hendeson Lawrence and Vice Chief Ellis Wright. Chief Brown purchase a bag of lime – half was applied to the Three Sisters Garden has been cleaned up in preparation for tilling and planting this spring.

· Additional work was required around the two ponds to prevent repair areas that had eroded erosion. Chief Brown hired Henderson Lawrence to relocate top soil to those areas. Vice Chief Wright assisted. Chief Brown commented that the Foundation / Tribe needs to purchase a Zero Degree Turn Radius big lawn mowing tractor (Dixie Chopper 60 inch cut)  to cut the 16 acres of trial land this spring - $8,000.00 needed. 
· VOLUNTEERS FOR “CATTASHOWROCK TOWN” - Chief Brown requested to know who had volunteered to be at Cattashowrock Town.  Vashti Clarke is handling the schedule – all volunteers should contact her with the times they will volunteer. Cattashowrock Town is open each Wednesday, Friday and Saturday from 10 Am to 4 PM beginning March 20, 2013 through December 7, 2013:    Teresa Preston – every Friday.  Beverly El – Saturdays.  Chief Brown asked Beverly to have Vashti Clarke to email the names and dates for everyone who had signed up.

Chief Brown noted that we need 20 Arts and Craft Vendors. 

Bernard & Lila Hedgepeth – 10x20 – duplicate vendor contracts received no deposit.
Trading Blankets, Grey Locks – 10x 10 - $75 deposit

Rising Sun Creation – Beverly Blue – 10x10 on arts & crafts booth contract, but they have it labeled “food vendor”.  Sonya Taylor was asked to contact this vendor to check on what they intend to do and to make sure they received the correct contract.  Food vendor fee is $275 for two days and not $175
ROAD CLEAN-UP:
A letter from the Blackwater River Keeper was received announcing Clean River Day on April 20, 2013.  Since the Tribe has adopted the main road through Courtland, the Chief will be asking Chief Brown asked that all Tribal members to meet April 20, 2013, to pick up litter from the ditches along the road of the Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Indian “Adopt A Highway” our adopted road area in Courtland, VA.

TRIBAL WEBSITE:  An itemized statement for internet service payment, printer ink & toner and the Tribal secretary’s hours spent updating and maintaining the Tribal website was received from tribe’s Web Master, Deborh Motahari in the amount of for a total of $222.44.  After a vote by the Foundation / Council the Foundation secretary Treasurer was instructed to pay this bill.

Chief Brown asked Teresa Preston to contact Linda Vick Updyke, President of the Southampton County Historical Society and Editor for the Southampton County Historical News Letter with our Pow Wow and Cattashowrock Town schedule so it can be posted in the Southampton County Historical Society newsletter when it is published next quarter.
A Heritage Foundation Credit Card Payment was made to the Comfort Inn in the amount of $50 for use of the Conference Room.
