READING OF LAST MEETING MINUTES: The last composed meeting minutes for September 14th 2013 were discussed and Chief Brown asked if the Council/ H.F. Board of Directors reviewed for errors. 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NEW BUSINESS:

· Deborah Motahari needs to research internet service change over to Heritage Foundation name. Internet service for web site invoice has been submitted today for October/November at a rate of $61.94 a month with a total today $123.80. Her time log is turned in today for 55 hours at a rate of $4.00 an hour totaling $220. Both items were voted on a motion by William Lamb Howell and 2nd by Vashti Clarke to pay internet service / web hours in the total amount of $343.80. Motion was carried and unanimously approved. 
FUNDRAISERS:
· A shopping trip fundraiser has been organized by Mary Wilkerson/Beverly El for individuals to take a bus to Arundell Outlets in Northern Virginia on a Chartered bus at the rate of $50 per person on November 23rd 2013. At count today Mary Wilkerson has 12 tickets sold and Beverly El has 19 sold.  
· Land tour tickets can be sold at Boykins Festival. We don’t tax tickets. 
· A fundraiser to have a fish fry has been scheduled for the 1st Saturday in November. The date is November 2nd 2013.We need tickets to sell and we have to factor in items needed for the fish fry fundraiser. Mary Wilkerson will research this. 
· Chief Brown states we can do a pork butt fundraiser and charge $25 per pork butt. Robert Stevens has the cooker to prepare the pork butts. 
· Deborah Motahari suggested a yard sale. Chief states we can do this next spring. 
· Chief Brown says a 4th of the year should be done in fundraisers. 
NEW MEMBERS:
·  Wesley Allen Wright: Surname (Brown/Wright/Burnette) $250 check. He makes dance regalia, etc. He will make regalia and send to us to sell with a profit to the tribe. He has his own store with native wear and etc. He does native demonstrations. At present he has a membership with another tribe and his membership has to be terminated with this other tribe. A letter of termination needs to be submitted to our tribe for his dismal from other tribe. An email termination has already been sent to Chief Brown. Waiting on a mailed letter. Approval from council is needed pending acceptance. We will refund his money if the letter doesn’t state terminated. A motion was moved by Teressa Baxter and 2nd by Beverly El that Wesley Wright be accepted in our tribe as a tribal member. The motion carried and was unanimously accepted.

POWWOW STATUS:
· Brunswick Stew fest in Alberta was today and Mary Wilkerson went to pass out our November 15th, 16th School Day/Powwow.

· Powwow set up is November 13th so Chief and tribal members can attend presentation on Thursday November 14th. 

· At present we have 803 participants for our School Day November 15th 2013. We need a 1000. Receipts need to be available for schools. Need to add tribal members; Cynthia Brown, Teresa Skeeter, and Rudy for front gate, Gloria Hawkins, Juanita E. Smith, Inez Burton as tour guides. We need a total of 20 tour guides. Needs to stagger tour guides; 50 to a group, same agenda as last year, 5-7 minute each stop and keep each chaperone on schedule. 

· List of schools stated: Churchland Elementary, Portsmouth 107;Ryan Academy of Norfolk 11;Nottoway Elementary 140;Meherrin Elementary 95;Riverdale 216;W.H. Taylor, Norfolk 123;Capron 112. Total attending 804. 
· Need to advertise on 3 radio stations.

· We need powwow report for this July powwow.
