The meeting was opened with prayer by Chief Walt “Red Hawk” Brown.
Chief Brown asked Teresa Preston and Vashti Clarke to take minutes. Vashti will send her notes to Teresa. Teresa will be responsible for compiling the minutes.
CATTASHOWROCK TOWN REPORT
The village has been open for a year but we haven't done any serious marketing.  Chief Brown asked Beverly El and Eagle Eye to give a report on the post cards he had given them today to pass out at Heritage Day in Courtland promoting Cattashowrock Town.  Both said they ran out of cards and people were very receptive.  

Additional directional signs still need to be put up on the Tribal land.  Some of the palisade poles have fallen over due to rotten wood at the base of the poles. These need to be cut back to good wood and remounted.
Chief Brown discussed what the Nansemond tribe is doing on their tribal land in Suffolk, VA. Chief wants the 4th Saturday of each month to be booked for Native presentations in the village.  Todd Ballance is doing a re-enactment at Bacon's Castle on September 21. Chief would like to do a Spottswood re-enactment down on the Tribal land.
Chief Brown asked Vashti Clarke to be the point of contact for putting tribal information at all rest stops. Chief will email her the contact information.  
OLD BUSINESS
A Bus Trip has been planned as a Tribal fundraiser.  The bus will be leaving from Richmond. 
Tommy Hines' wife videotaped one of Chief's presentations. We are still waiting to receive a copy.
Deborah Motahari’s receipts for the cost of running the Tribal website were turned in to the Treasurer. She has already been reimbursed.  Pay Pal is still needed for the Tribal website so the public could make donations.
NEW BUSINESS
Chief would like the women to get together and sell fish dinners etc. one weekend every month on the tribal land. Vashti will send out a feeler email for volunteers.

 

Eagle Eye talked about a Disabled American Veteran event. Chief wants contact DAV to discuss the possibility of a mini powwow for them.
The Tribe’s “Adopt a Highway” cleanup needs to be scheduled.

 
Teresa Preston reminded that the Franklin Fall Festival is October 5th and if the Tribe wants a booth to promote the Tribe we need to turn in an application ASAP.  Setup is from 7-9am and the event goes from 10-5pm. Board members suggested we have a $50 booth 10 x 20, with an additional $15 for electricity so we can play Native music. Chief asked all participants to please come in regalia. Teressa Baxter wrote the check for $65 from Heritage Foundation account.  Teresa Preston filled out the application and along with the check will hand carry the application to them on Monday.

Chief asked Vashti Clarke to put together a recap of the Iroquois words with the sentences underneath. He wants to do a recording of them to sell on a CD.

Teressa Baxter submitted her resignation as Heritage Foundation Treasurer.  
Beverly El moved and Ellis Wright 2nd. Vote was unanimous.

Chief suggested training sessions with all 3 parties named above. Teressa Baxter will pick the best candidate. Applause was given for the great job Teressa Baxter has done over the years.
