Meeting Minutes from 3/8/2014 at Franklin Library

(Teressa Baxter not present due to her husband Charles being in the hospital)

Chief looking for tribal role with the date of 1/17/2014. He has been unable to locate it. He asks that all outdated copies with previous dates be shredded.

Chief asked William Lamb to mail Donnie Freeman a powwow vendor list. William tried to contact Donnie to confirm his address, etc. but was unable to connect with him. Chief advised the address was correct.
Karen needs a copy of the vendor distribution email list from William’s daughter sent to her electronically.

Chief stressed that powwow vendors should be contacted no later than the end of this month. He stated the vendors prepare their calendars for the year by March and that’s why we have trouble getting them to come since they’re already booked for the year.

Chief gave 2 tribal applications to Cynthia to mail to:

Mona Johnson-Bynum (missing $250 and cover letter)

Michael Parker (has to fill out genealogy and send money)

He stressed again no one is to give out tribal applications except for Cynthia. At this point, any copies of applications that anyone has besides Cynthia are outdated. (Thought I just had…this information could go out in the newsletter once that gets going)

Chief asked Tommy to make a file for the powwow budget and gave him the information from the Palm Tree Inn to hold on to.

Chief paid MacKans bill but can’t remember the exact figure. It was paid with the tribal credit card out of the Heritage account.

Discussion re: Timbervest –plan to pay for land by cutting timber as we did before. 

As of 2/28/2014, the Heritage Foundation account balance was $4,554.96.

As of 2/28/2014, the Tribal account balance was $587.26.

Sonya Williams? Will be newsletter editor which will be sent once a quarter. She is also now on the grant committee. Sonya suggested using conference calls for future meetings so tribal members far away could participate.
Committees
Tribal Land Maintenance (Vashti volunteered to be on this committee since it would include the 3 Sister’s Garden and other Women’s projects)

Fundraiser (Tommy advised we should check into getting text donations. Vashti agreed to check into it since she regularly gives that way to Defenders of Wildlife that pays for attorneys to help save wolves. Tommy gave Vashti 2 contacts: Test Donation Service and Mobile Cause)

Powwow Committee:
Tour Guides (Village opens March 21. Due to Gloria El having a stroke and her sister Beverly El having to take care of her, we will need more help since they along with Teresa Preston and only a few others were on site to lead the tours last year). Vashti volunteered for this also and will coordinate with Teresa Preston. Chief advised email would go out with Vashti’s email so she could coordinate and make a spreadsheet.

Job Description Committee (to make job descriptions for each committee so that folks would know the jobs they were signing up for)

Tommy suggested the committee information be added to the Constitution and By-Laws.

Blackwater/Nottoway River Cleanup will be held April 12, 2014. We will meet at 9:00 am to do our adopt-a-highway commitment.

Karen gave tribal roll back to Chief during the meeting.

Yamika Bennett in Courtland-Chief asked to be reminded to call her at 757.653.2532 x122. She is on the National Resource Conservation Services Board?

Larry Martin Grant (Skipper), 55 years old, resides in Florida, role #A-58-1126, 1616 Crater Oaks Rd, Valrico FL 33596. Tommy moved, Ellis 2nd that he be made a tribal member. $500 received however he only owes $250 since we already have members from that geneology. Chief tried to call him to confirm where he wanted the other funds to go but had to leave a message. For the time being, the $500 is being deposited into the Tribal account due to the Treasurer (Teressa Baxter) not being in attendance that day. A check from the Tribal account will be written to transfer the funds to the Heritage account at a later date. Cynthia to send him a letter advising he’s been admitted to the tribe. Funds Disposition: $60 administration fee, $20 fee for tribal card, the residual to be determined once Chief gets in contact with him.

Ses nun-ke….my hands (ses is plural)

Ges nun-ke…your hand

Mata-pa-nun-ke…left hand

How-erac…hair
