POWWOW/TRIBAL LAND TOURS:
· As of today there have been 6 people that responded to volunteer as a tour guide for the school day. 

· Schools that will be touring the tribal land: SP Morton, 2 Schools from Petersburg, Churchland and possibly Troop 207 of the Boy Scouts. Tour guides will be provided an agenda along with a  list of schools attending school day (This will be sent out in an email by the tribal secretary).  

· We need a total of 21 tour guides to handle approx. 1000 students.

Note: there have only been 4 RSVP’s received so these 2 bring us to 6. A total of 21 guides are needed.

· Cynthia Brown was ask to pre prepare Receipts with the school’s name need to be prepared in advance so total funds received can be added when they arrive and receipt return to the school.

· 30-35 minutes per station is the guide’s responsibility. The village is 1 station so spend approximately 10 minutes at each sub-station in the village. The Tour Guide should be doing all the talking not the demonstrator. Tour Guides are the Time Keepers.
· Tour Guide Instructions were sent to tribal members via email. 

· Chief Brown stresses that tours and venues on our tribal land are insufficient. We need more activity on our tribal grounds to bring in revenue. 
· Chief Brown read the tour guide instructions. 
· We have an issue concerning vendor fees. Chief Brown stresses that we need to charge more for vendor set ups. He compared our fee to the Meherrin/Chowanoke Indian tribe which is $200 a vendor. He also stressed that the tribal members are more involved with their powwow than our tribal members are. He says they also have fundraisers leading to thousands of dollars in dancer and drum competition give away.
· A budget spread sheet is needed to decide on how much money to use for food vouchers. A spread sheet is needed year to year so we can calculate how much money to distribute to participants, expenses for supplies and the equipment needed to produce the powwow. At present we have these items that are required for our November powwow: 
1. Drums(Southern Eagle/Kau ta noh Jrs. @$1000 ea.) ; Southern Eagle 2 rooms = $1090/Onyas Locklear 3 rooms @ Palm Tree $45 a night=$1135 ea total =$2225 for drums and rooms)
2. Aztec dancers $400  500 and 1 room @ $45 a night for three night(fri. sat., sun.= $535)

3. Head male/head female dancer ($225 ea./ 1room 1 night @$45=$495)
4. MC ($400/1 room @$45 a night =$445) Harland Richardson
5. Arena Director($100/1 room 2 nights $90=$190)
6. Sound system ($100/ Glen Scott =$100)
7. Roanoke Port a Johns (3 regular 1 handicap @$305)

8. Dancer / Drum Food Vouchers “ approx $500

9. Supplies : $150

10. Tote Bags (150) = $300

11. Tribal T-shirts (white) @ approx $7.00 each X 150 = $1,050

Total Expense $4250 Projected expense = approx. $4700

· Fish fry on tribal grounds. Chief suggested a yard sale

· Chief Brown stresses that we need to have a minimum of fundraisers twice a year on the tribal land beginning February with two a month; a fish fry with baked beans and cold slaw with a yard sale in the same month. The first fundraiser will begin in April on the 11th 2015 with a fish fry and a yard sale. The second fundraiser will be on May 25th 2015 and have a barbeque and a yard sale. The tickets will be made and sold at a rate of $8.00 a ticket. Each individual will be sold a total of 10 tickets. Chief Brown stated that each individual that receives these 10 tickets will be responsible for the loss if not sold.
