Tribal Survey Discussion:

Out of the 401 members, Tommy received 22 responses (5%). In 2005 a similar survey was mailed to each member. A total of 27 responses were received. We’re not receiving enough participation to be able to take action on anything. Some responses were read aloud by Tommy which Chief Brown responded to. Some of the requests from the survey were as follows:


Wild potato clan needs to be added to logo


A night dance on the land for tribal members only and their guests


Question-How are the language sentences grammatically structured?

Tommy wanted to know if donation letters were sent to his friend. Chief assured him they were sent and Vashti advised the donation card was sent also.

Chief Brown’s goal for 2015 is to get the Federal Recognition packet to the BIA.

Discussion: That the Blood Stay Pure by Arica L. Coleman - - In this book, Lynette Alston says the Nottoway Inc. Tribe of Virginia was first and we are the splinter group. Chief Brown will contact the editor/author, etc. with backup documentation.
