Meeting opened with discussion of Electricity Fund/Dominion Power Grant


Email was sent out to all tribal members regarding the tribal electricity fund, the current amount of tribal members that have donated reminding tribal members we are still looking for contributions.


Chief Brown discussed the fact that the cost of having the electric run on the tribal land will go back up to $32K instead of $20K if we cannot get our portion of the money raised.


Tribal member Larry Grant “Strong Wolf” had emailed the assistant secretary in response stating the he had paid via PayPal on February 15th and his name was not listed. Mr. Grants PayPal payment was located as it was submitted under his wife’s (Dianne) account and had been designated as a non-member donation. Once located Mr. Grant was added to the members’ donation list.


During meeting tribal member James Green “Running Bull” gave a check for $100 for his donation to the electric fund.


Bernard Sr. and Lila Hedgepeth as well as Bernard Jr. and Tarkisha Hedgepeth sent a $300 check marked powwow donation that Chief Brown earmarked toward the electricity fund also.


Dominion Power Grant denied and we have been instructed to do a ‘Community Grant’ as per John Williams. Cynthia to send electronic version of Dominion Grant to Colette Amici so she can rewrite/update numbers for the Community Grant in the amount of $15,000


We have a grand total now of 66 tribal member donations @ $100per = $6,600 + additional donations from non-tribal members. We need a total of 134 more tribal donations or $13,400 to reach our goal.

Flag Money Collected:


Tommy Hines discussed with Chief Brown how many people had sent in there money for flag purchases as opposed to those who said they wanted a flag. Not many tribal members have paid for their flags.

SEDS Grant 2016:


Chief Brown discussed working with Cynthia and will mail in or hand deliver the grant papers

SBA Interaction:


Chief Brown has spent two days talking with Marci Posey who is the Native American rep for the SBA. Many things were discussed as possible ways for the tribe to raise money as grants are sparse for non-federally recognized tribes one of which is ‘Kick Starter Crowd Funding’


Chief Brown asked to have tribal member Wesley Wright contacted to work on the crowd funding aspect as he has experience with this. The assistant secretary was asked to contact Wesley during meeting however there was no answer.


Chief Brown also is requesting the PayPal button be added to each page of the website so that there is more access for people who want to donate.

Timbervest – Land Status Update


155 + 8 acres that Timbervest is adding for an additional $50,000


Chief Brown will reach out to have the + 8 acres reassessed as it may be more than 8 and no trees can be grown under underpass.


Grant for August 2015 $550,000 with $275,000 matching to be worked on. 


$575,000 DCR grant to be submitted by Chief Brown hand delivered.

Powwow Discussion/Land Maintenance


Sheds were delivered on July 10th for storage and 10x20 for kitchen volunteers or tribesmen needed to set up inside and build deck or platform on front.


Electrician needed to set up and wire kitchen and shed and to set up the meter base and poles.


16 acres of grass needs to be cut there has been no response from the committee set up to handle ground maintenance and Chief Brown is using his personal equipment and time to do all the grass cutting on the tribal land.


Boy Scouts will be available for two (2) hours on Saturday July 18th from 5pm – 7pm Tommy Hines was asked to be available if possible.


Storm damage to Cattashowrock Town Palisade Village laborers needed to assist with repairs


Matts have been ordered and received from Callie Bamboo at a cost of $698. Twenty (20) more matts are needed.


Cookbooks to be sold at Powwow for $12.50 (tribe purchased for $5.00 per)
