Discussion on Purchase of land connected to tribal land:
· We need $279,000 matching dollars to purchase land

· Need a strawman outline for purchase and a Quit Claim Deed

· Filing fees and survey fees to be paid by sellers ($3300-$3500)

· There is a survey already on file at the Register of Deeds for land we are trying to acquire

· Attorney JB Van’s office has a copy

·  Chief will call Lauren Harper on Monday 
· Chief needs comments from Council and H.F. Board of directors on contract he sent out

· We are requesting mineral rights with Quit Claim Deed included

· Chief needs property purchase price(sand, clay and gravel) and states seller does not want rights

· Legal name on deed contract listed incorrectly

· We will agree to pay half of fees

· Seller is requesting we pay all fees and Don Eddy is trying to get realtors fees

· When Chief receives all comments back from Council and H.F. Board of Directors, he will set up a meeting with attorney

Federal Recognition:
· Chief Brown has been in conference calls with delegates in the house in Washington DC for the past 3 months.

· He is trying to get our name added to the Moran Bill that the 6 Virginia tribes in Virginia are already listed on. 

· The bill states that these 6 tribes were recognized in 1983 which is incorrect. 

· The house bill is 872 and the senate bill is 465 (?). 

· Chief Brown sent Senator Warner a copy of our Ethno Historic snap shot in 2010. Senator Warner informed Chief Brown that when the Bill came up again he would include our name. 
· The last conference call just recently lasted 2hours and 15 min. Megan (?) was conversing with Chief Brown in regards to our recognition and she was condescending. She informed Chief we needed to go through the BIA. He expressed his concern reference to her negative statement and informed her of the process that the 6 tribes in Virginia went through. She stated that the Bill would have to be rewritten to include our tribe. He informed her of issues regarding 2 of the tribes that were included in this Bill (Rappahanock/Nansemon) that do not meet the criteria. 
· Chief Brown also informed that in 1751 our recognition had not been dissolved or eliminated. Thomas Jefferson stated that there are 3 tribes that still exist in the state of Virginia and our tribe is one of those. 

· Megan stated she will send our information to her superiors for review. 

Tribal Kitchen:
· A 10x20 shed was purchased for our tribal kitchen. Payment on this past due in the amount of $248.

· It has been wired for electricity thanks to tribal member Mr. Bateman that worked day and night. 
· Insulation is being put up along with paneling. 

· We need 2 6’x4’ tables and generator. Chief has been using his personal generator. Lowes has one 250 watt at the cost of aprox. $699. 

· He wants to set the kitchen up to make blueberry/peach/sweet potato jacks. We could go and purchase them if we don’t have any one to make them to be sold. 

· We are in need of workers to cook food so we can make money. 

POWWOW:
· We have 3 food vendors at present, Francis Rose, Jump Strattford and Jimmy needs to be called. 

· Need to go to Southampton county register of deeds and get exempt from a food permit. 

· We have four Inca’s coming.

· Set up agenda will be sent for Thursday set up. 

· Pay out:   Host drum $1000    3 rooms @ $50=$150 

                  Guest drum $1000 3 rooms @ $50=$150

                   Head male/female dancer each $250=$500   1 night $50

                   Arena director Donnie Freeman (room only) 2 nights $100
                   Aztec dancers $500 3 nights $150

                   MC $400   

· At end of Powwow we are in need of $3600 for payout. 

· And inventory is needed for powwow supplies. Water in tribal office is no longer good. 

· Port a Johns are needed approximately $275.

· Sound system $100(possibly) Glen Scott. 
· Tents needed along with chairs. Robert Stevenson will do this. 

· Day money is $500 in $25 increments and $250 each day.

· Cynthia Brown will do food vouchers. No food vouchers will be given to tribal members. If workers need food voucher Chief will pay out of his pocket for the voucher. 

· Camper is repaired at a cost of $235 and set up for use. Mary Ross will reimburse the tribe for repair. 

· Tribal checking account $100.
· Heritage foundation checking account $1500 and a pay pal deposit from Bruce Cutler $103 for land donation. Beverly El made a $1000 donation. 

· Presentations:

1. November 11th 2015 Women’s Group Village at Woods Edge Franklin 12 noon

2. November 18th 2015 1pm Military Sea Lift Norfolk, Va. $700

3. Tide Water Community College Religion Class (no stipend offered) December 1st 2015 

· We need an invoice typed up to send because we don’t accept credit cards. 
· Chief Brown wants Caroh Holley to purchase a square for her phone to accept credit cards in the History Booth. She quoted the price at Wal-Mart is $9.88. 

· We have a credit card machine in the tribal office that needs to be used. It was donated by First Landing Foundation. Someone needs to do research on set up and cost.
