


    September 12TH 2015 TRIBAL TELECONFERENCE CALL 

Roll Call:

Tribal Business:

•
Chief Brown thanked Assistant Tribal Sec. Caroh Holley for sending email out to 30 individuals that were scheduled to be included in the Tele-Conference meeting for today. The individual members  not listed in the roll call that did not participate in the meeting conference today are: 

Ellis Wright, William Lamb Howell, Charles Baxter, Cynthia Brown, Gary Burnette, Kevin Denny, Wanda Brockington, Chris Brown, Donnie Freeman, Bernard Hedgepeth Sr., Patricia Redwood, Jill Shumaker, Michael Brown, Diana Gates, Newsome Chavis and Collette Amici.  

Tribal member Karen Barrett states that the tele-conference meeting can be set up for a total of 150 individuals. 

•
Chief spoke briefly with Russell Gates RE his daughter Snow Hawk pertaining to her role as assistant foundation secretary to relieve Cynthia Brown.

•
Chief Brown meeting with Roanoke times, Sue Carlton Wicker will be doing a video and meeting with the on the land at 3pm today

BILLS: 

1-
Chief Brown’s personal riding lawn mower cost for repair is $426.98 Gary Banks is helping with repairs. Teressa Baxter moved that Chief Brown be able to also use tribal credit card to pay for lawn mower repair expense and Joseph Epps 2nd the motion. Motion approved. 

2-
Chiefs pull behind mower needed a total of 3 spindles repaired by Ag Supply in Petersburg, Va. @$97.95 *3 spindles and red paint for mower @ $204.48. Chief stated he put that charge on tribal credit card.

3-
Two personal push mowers to be repaired at Dales at an approximate price of $70-$80 per. 

4-
Mckanns ($148.72 balance for 500 post cards) postcards ordered for the heritage foundation that are to be given out a powwows and functions attended by tribal members and counsel

5-
Bush Hog cost for replacement $500

6-
Chief stated that some tribal members aren’t sending their dues/electricity payments in that are needed to help with administrative function. We need income to maintain financial business in the tribe and for upkeep of our tribal land in order to receive donations from tribal land tours.

TRIBAL LAND:

1-
Grass on front too tall to include powwow grounds along with palisade village. Walking trails need to be bush hogged. Chief states to have an outsider cut the land using their equipment would cost the tribe upwards of $300-$500 per acre. Chief continues to request assistance with upkeep.

2-
Our Palisade Fort is in dire need of repair and upkeep. A grant needs to be written to maintain the upkeep. Chief discussed constant need for incoming money for tribal land/village maintenance which is needed constantly. Unless tribe can get grant money we will lose our palisade fort due to maintenance issues.

3-
Chief Brown discussed the fact that he is having issue getting people to assist with tribal and maintenance. Weekend village tour guide originally manned by Vashti Clarke who set up the original schedule taken over by Tammy and Tiffany Desnoyers who are no longer able to do this due to health and school responsibility. Tribe now in need of people to man the village during open hours for tours. Three sisters garden has been maintained by Colette Amici this year as others in the area have been unavailable to assist.

4-
The property next to our tribal land that is controlled by the state of Virginia is being pursued as an acquisition for the benefit of our Heritage. Actual appraisal done by Key turner ($500 cost, note: charged $400 for his last appraisal) on the value of the timber $295,000 on the land, acquisition total; 550,000 (see chiefs support 8/8) total 159 acres. Key turner fee is 15%. 

5-
 Kea informed Chief if we wait until winter we would have an increase in value for the timber that he quoted. The acquisition total is $550,000 that was agreed upon with Don Eddy. At present there is an issue with a 100 acre easement buffer belonging to the State of Virginia. 

6-
Chief Brown and Teresa Preston completed a matching grant for acquisition of land adjacent to our tribal land which was hand delivered to Secretary of Commerce. Our matching portion would be $280,000 if grant is approved. If we commit $265,000.00 towards the loan our gain will be approximately $30,000.00. Our commitment date is October 30th.

1-
A meeting has been scheduled with department of natural resources September 21st 2015 at 10am for 125.0 acres of long leaf pines. This meeting will include Irvine Wilson and Bobby Clontz with department of Conservation and Recreation. Chief stated that there is no guarantee that Dept. of Natural Resources will foot the bill for this request therefore we will be liable for the expense for the long leaf pines. Progress going well with dept. of natural resources chief does not want the state to take control of the property chief is negotiating 

2-
Trustees meet October 27th 2015 about grant for land. When we receive this land the residual amount left over from grant needs to be discussed. 

3-
The 20.0 acres of our tribal land that did not have trees cut down Chief will be getting estimate from Kea Turner may be worth $10-15 grand of income.

4-
Also noted today there is going to be a road access cut off where the old county building across from our land is. This is due to the parkway being re-routed. There will be a cul-de-sac in front of our tribal land entrance. 

FEDERAL RECOGNITION:

1-
Chief Brown has informed us that there will be a roster drafted which will be certified by Council/Elders along with the Tribal Judge to be sent to Congress members included with our federal recognition package.

2-
Chief Brown stresses that over 80% of  tribal members that have not done any work or made any contributions to the tribe since they received their tribal cards. He stated that these individuals will not be included in this Federal Recognition package and while he has empathy for those members who are ill and are financially burdened he will consider adding them due to hardship only.  

3-
Karen Barrett will be assisting with the package. 

4-
Our 18 page ethno historic snap shot will be included with this BIA packet and Federal recognition. Ethno historic snapshot has been sent to be copy righted. This revision has not been added to the tribal website yet. However can be added as the website itself is copy righted. 

5-
Letters to Congress; cover letter with names to be added to the Moran Bill February 15th HR872: Sen. Tim Kane, Mark Warner, Bobby Scott, Randy Forbes and Robert Whitmore were sent one sponsoring the house. Snap shot sent requesting our tribes name be added with the other six tribes to the former Moran bill HR1385 now HR872 and Robert Witten on Feb 15 sponsoring the bill, Tim Caine in the senate doing the senate side. Will be doing follow up calls next week.

6-
We have a total of 112 deeds of which 3 are transcribed. The rest need to be transcribed; date change, acreage, and people involved each deed has tribesmen on it. These are to be included with our federal recognition packet. Teresa Skeeter tribal member was helping with this. 

GRANTS: 

1-
Chief Brown stresses we need grant writers to step up and offer their services so we can be financially secured. The cost of hiring grant writers is very expensive when we can do this ourselves. Most grants are one page documents. 

2-
USDA grant would give the tribe a matching 35% grant to be used for equipment. We need to work on and contact Lowes/Wal-Mart. Us dept. of agriculture issues a matching grant for equipment lawn mowers etc. But we need to do the grant on their website chief got the bids for 35% matching grant

3-
Todd De-Priest Honorary Member researched the VFH grants that are due twice a year February 15th and October 15th. He volunteered to assist in composing the grant even though he is not skilled in this area. Chief Brown was thankful for his input and initiative in doing so.

1.
Chief Brown has meeting on tribal land today September 12, 2015 at 3pm with Roanoke Times.

2.
Our yard sale was cancelled today due to Franklin “Community Day”. Only had 7 participants for original 9/12/15 date email with new date of 10/10/15 has currently only one repy of unavailable from Mary Francis Wilkerson

3.
Tribal Flag purchase $1600 Chef still requesting update on money collected vs. people saying they would order.

4.
Karen Barrett set up Chief Brown’s hot spot for his computer. Chief Brown still needs to set up his new computer in his office in order to stop using dial up and use the wi fi hotspot.

5.
Our Heritage Foundation website is in the works. First meeting with Marcy Posey SBA and Matt Novak initially to discuss fundraising. First meeting in Russell gates office to brainstorm second meeting decided Russell gates will be working on the website with Matthew Nowak building the website using Dreamweaver software. Website will be used primarily for fund raising heritage fund websiteTribal member Russell Gates and Matthew Nowak are building the website using Dreamweaver software. This website will be used for fundraisers only. New software had to be purchased to build the site (I didn’t have this cost for new software in my notes). Russell Gates spoke up stating: Website is self-contained software provides the ability very easy to administrate click n drag functionality. Additionally, Chief trying to reach Kevin Denny for input/participation in this web site.

6.
The website will be hosted by Wicks. Chief states only three people Russell Gates, Deborah Motahari (to put pay-pal button on new website) and Caroh Holley will have access to site. Link is needed to manage the site. Chief is having Matt Novak (SBA) to send link to Russell 

7.
Chief Brown thanked Russell for the use of his office to build the site. 

8.
Recording for our language needs to be done over due to the volume issue on the last recording. Needs to be done in a studio. CD to be stratified by nouns, verbs and adjectives on back. To be done in Richardson’s studio in NC. Chief is asking Vashti Sparrow-Hawk Clarke to go with him to redo the cd. CD can be sold for $40 each at the November Powwow if completed on time. 

9.
Kate Mitchell’s (Member of Daughters of Revolution) husband did an in depth recording of our powwow. 3 DVD set of former powwows and ethno history done by Chief Brown sold @ $25 per at July Powwow.

10.
Issue VII of Waskehee needs to be worked on chief and Karen Barrett to work on issue vii. Issue V has Chief men marks. 

11.
Joseph Epps informed Chief that 72 emails were sent to vendors for our upcoming 18th Annual powwow in November. Joseph states he has 15 firm yes for the November powwow drop dead date is October 30th Joe mailed out nine because they had no email address. Sonya (for William Lamb-Howell) has three or four at this time. Chief suggest them to have a conference call with her (for William) and Joe. Need to be proactive in sending out emails to venders early and upfront as they do this or a living and need to schedule ahead. If you don’t get a contract they are not going to come.

12.
The Meherrin/Choanoke powwows are taking place in October. Powwow committee and tribal members need to compile a list of powwow events taking place all year and have at least one representative to attend to distribute our flyers and vendor contracts. 

13.
As of this date we have Kay Richardson as MC, Na ma wo chi for drum ($1000 and 2 rooms) and possibly Adam Adkins (Lenape Tribe) drum since Chris Fortune cannot attend due to the accident of his daughter. Also Tina and Oceallo Mullins as head male/female dancers. Russell Gates going to Chickahominy powwow and says he will pass out flyers and vendor contracts (Debra to put contract on web site under tribal events November 2015) Vendor contract can be printed from FB in the meantime.

14.
Teresa Preston informed that cases need to be ordered to store large item artifacts and needed authorization to purchase. She also states that Ed Bottoms and his daughter will be donating approximately 3000 artifacts which will also need to be encased. Deborah Motahari made a motion to move and Joseph Epps 2nd the motion to authorize Teresa Preston to order the case for artifacts. Motion was approved. She will order one case. 

Chief Brown thanked the ASV (Archeological society of Virginia Nansemond Chapter) for all of their support. 

Teresa Preston extended an invitation to anyone that would like to attend ASV meeting Tuesday night sept 15th at Lillian’s restaurant 1312 George Washington Hwy, Chesapeake, VA. Rebecca Nest a graduate at Virginia Community University will be a speaker Tuesday speech topic: top ten endangered artifacts in VA.

Attendance by Mid Atlantic Indian Tribes Aug 24-25, 2015 

Report to Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Tribal Council 

On Aug 24 2015, “Deeshu Waskehee” Tommy Hines drove to Richmond and attended a 

dinner gathering at the Lewis Ginter Botanical Gardens and our Tribe was also 

beautifully represented by Beverly El and Mary Frances Wilkerson that evening. We all 

handed out our Tribal donation trifold. 

The dinner and conference was facilitated by the Whitener Group of Olympia 

Washington and Ron Whitener is a Squaxin Island Tribal member in his state and 

selected by MARCO to facilitate meetings for them. Ron was accompanied by his staff 

and relatives Betsy Moyer and Sarah Bowman. 

Approximately 16 people attended the informal buffet dinner where we mostly learned 

more about each other’s relationship to MARCO and our represented Tribes. The only 

Tribes represented Monday night besides Cheroenhaka was Pamunkey, Lenape and 

Powhatan Renape. There were no politicians or benefactors besides MARCO related 

representatives. 

On Tuesday morning at 9am the representatives present besides MARCO and Whitener

•Nottoway Indian Tribe of Virginia 

•Pamunkey Indian Tribe 

•Cedarville Band of Piscataway Indians 

President Obama signed executive order in July 2010 authorizing funding of these 

Ocean councils to suggest how we “Manage” the Creators Ocean and interact the Federal 

State and Local jurisdictions to achieve goals. They want Coastal Indian Tribes input in 

our use of the waters and its resources. 

Subjects of Management include renewable energy (wind) in offshore areas, protect 

important habitats in sensitive offshore areas to regulate sea lanes and other uses, 

 prepare for sea level rises of climate change models (exaggerated data in play 

here...TGH), and coastal water quality. 

The meeting lasted to 3 with a lunch provided. The purpose of the meeting was 

discussion of mans impact on using Ocean resources and collecting data needed to draw 

conclusions and propose management regulations. Due to unexpected need to attend a 

court case in Petersburg from noon to 6pm Tuesday I had to leave early, but used my 

court “waiting” time to read the entire presentation handed to everyone in folder. Our 

Tribes representation was appreciated. There is a follow up Meeting in Norfolk Sept 23- 

24 all day Tuesday and 9-3 Wednesday.
