Chief Brown discussed the fact that the tribe closed yesterday (04/08/2016) on the purchase of 163 acres of tribal land tax parcels 7512 & 7512c there will be a deed of gift between the tribe and foundation for use.
Settlement statement:  $6471.33 includes legal fees $750.00 to Dan Crumpler remaining money split among filing fees and closing $1475 at end of day we are getting back $1023.40 less $250 paid for legal fee and deed of gift from the foundation to the tribe for the 7.4 acres leaves a total of $9773.40 is what we get plus $305,420.00 $315,193.40 in revenue owe the bank $265,000 all money will be in the BBT bank per letter of commitment net revenue $50,193.40 as a result

$20,000 remaining note $600+ a month

The cost of timber deed $1061.33 leaves $49,132.07 the seller pays $1 per $305.42*1=$342  - $751.91 is what the buyer is to pay.

Light set up:  Lights 170 feet wide 40 foot high  will be by the Powwow circle and the tribal kitchen, the cost $24 per month each, $40 dollar a month for two. Also dusk to dawn light to be set up by the tribal office. 

Chief Brown explained that the tribe will be able to generate more money with electricity on the land. This will allow for renting the land for reunions and camp meetings (Omaha chief does revival and we will be doing that on our tribal land as well)
USVA and NRCS have approved grant applied for to pay for prep fee and planting and the trees for the longleaf pines. Tribe has to take it to the bank money so they can put all routing numbers on it etc., and get it bank to USVA then money is paid directly to foundation and they provide a list of vendors we will use Bobby Cox – this is standard form 1199A is the form to be filled out

The deed of open space easement for the land (155 acres) Chief Brown will email everyone on council and foundation and council. 7512 tax parcel Cheroenhaka tract

Andy Curtis contracted to do Courland interchange parallel to tribal land will need land use and equipment staging for 2.5 – 3 years Chief Brown proposes a lease agreement to allow him to use our property for a fee. (On the 7.4 acres of land on parcel 7512c)
Anthony Curtis Construction is digging ponds on the tribal land in exchange for the sand he digs up. Chief Brown talked with Beth Lewis City of Franklyn telling her that we were donating the sand to Curtis construction for digging pond and we have quick claim deed for mineral rights. She is trying to claim it’s a mining operating and charge more money to Curtis Construction Chief Brown will be writing a letter stating that in exchange to the company for digging the ponds we are donating the sand to them, this letter will be given to Steven Stonofsky (sp) project director.

Bills to be paid

Chief Brown took a moment to say thank you to everyone that went to the UVA in the tribal van. He continues to say the van was blessed to make it back to Cortland VA and when he stopped to pick up some artifacts and the alternator fell off. Chief had Jack Jr. tow it and repair cost is $596.86 no tax paid on foundation card; charge includes brakes on the front. The tow bill of $100 Chief Brown believes paid with personal card possibly will be reimbursed from USAA insurance.
Roanoke Port a Potty:  past due for November powwow $275.00 to e paid out of pay out of checking account moved and seconded by Tommy Hines and Joe Epps. Check to come out of tribal account Invoice 90336

Chief Brown states he will have a McCans bill to be taken care of in our May meeting.

JD Vann payable $500 for surveying area where ponds will be, motion to pay out of foundation account. Moved and seconded by Tommy Hines and Joseph Epps that the $500 be paid to JD Vance out of the foundation account.
Chief Brown submitted a letter to Indian land tenure foundation requesting money for educational center project was denied. Unfortunately they responded they are unable to support the property development they only handle/gives grants related to restoring or advancing ownership and management. The grant will be readdressed and resubmitted. 
Tommy Hines suggest using polyurethane sheets on inside of huts and housing to help keep them dry Chief likes the idea and wants to investigate price per roll for polyurethane. This will help with maintaining inside f houses/huts. Chief wants the bark but it is very expensive he says he is trying to negotiate a lower price. Eventually Chief wants to have all the huts done in the bark roll 120 per sheet. Chief is expecting to be able to generate more money once electricity is on land hosting reunion’s etc.
Timber Deed Chief and Cynthia and Ellis notarized with Carolina East forest products LLC was notarized yesterday April 8th 2016 and will be given to Paul Berger on Monday.
Receipts for survey $2500 and appraisal $1750 need to be sent to Sarah Richards
**Tantatarian Taylor:  motion was re-read from original draft notes of the conference call regarding Tanterian’s actions at our November 2015 Powwow. Letters were supposed to be sent out with all caveats to Tanterian Taylor informing her of her sanction and move to inactive rolls by the tribal Judge Charles Baxter. No letters have been sent and no progress since draft minutes was sent out. 
Chief Brown stated that it took three years (things move in 7’s and 3’s) three years ago Chief Brown approached Applebee’s to give the Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Indian Tribe a corner in the restaurant. On Thursday Chief Brown met with Steve McDonalds with a draft of the collage for the wall and it was approved.  The tribe will have the two walls on the left corner coming in the door to put up collage and tribal shield will try to include hand site marker. Susan Jones CEO/owner of McCann’s office printing is working on the collage.
