Chief Brown started talking about how that’s why he asks people to rsvp to him because he doesn’t have time to read emails because he is too busy. He can read their emails at night if the respond to him.
Discussed the school day agenda and the email pertaining to the order of events and that he will great all the children at the eagle tree to give a brief overview of what they are going to see in the village

Discussed that the long house will not be covered and that the tour guides need to be responsible for maintaining their groups and following the order of march.
Talked about how much has come out Chiefs pocket to fix and repair the village and how there are 365 adult working or retired tribal members and nobody is paying their dues. Chief Brown went on to say how he is not pulling any more money from his pocket and he doesn’t know what’s going to happen or why it’s so hard to get people to pay their dues or participate in work on the tribal land.
Chief Brown talked about two presentations that he is doing in November and how no one is responding as to who is going with him. This is $1400 towards the December mortgage payment.
Chief Brown talked about what was done on the tribal and today; Ellis and William got hay and Colette put gourds and squash out the gate looks nice. Electricity is working and lights are on.
Chief states need to get a magnet to get the nails from the ground under the drum arbor before someone steps on a nail and sues the tribe.

Chief Brown expressed that the Schools do not want the children split into small groups going in opposite directions the teachers want all the kids kept together at all stations.

He repeated the schools and the numbers and the number of tour guides with each group.
