· Colette attended Iroquoian Conference in Syracuse NY - field trip opportunities to take walk along old Mohawk trail 20 miles now known as Hudson Mohawk bike trail goes to (sp)cohoose falls where 5 nations would meet for meetings. Made contacts for A&A grant to build museum

· Chief Brown to provide ethno historic snapshot so that the information about our tribe can be added to the 5 nations website as affiliate

· Chief Brown addressed marketing the tribe and referenced people needing to post flyers in restaurants and libraries in surrounding areas. Beverly commented that she and Gloria had posted flyers in the Richmond area, Caroh has posted in all campuses and libraries of JHU and CCBC.  Flyers were passed out by Caroh at Jamestown powwow and in the museums there as well.

· School Day agenda posted on FB and to various FB pages by tribal members

· Chief Brown discussed the school day agenda and order of march for the tour guides and the importance of keeping time and having everyone back around the circle by 11:00am
· Chief talked about the letter he is sending to Queen of England to discuss possibility of going there to do the treaty

· Chief Brown discussed tour guides count: Caroh, Colette, Denise, Joe and Tommy 
· Beverly and Gloria will be in the village outside the round house demonstrating corn grinding

· Teresa at gate/busses to collect money

· REDRUM Motorcycle Club has incorporated a Cheroenhaka sponsored chapter
· Chief Brown discussed with Joseph Epps vender contracts that he has received: as well as drums

· Currently 12 rooms for drums, one room for MC Kay Oxidine, Salinas has one room 3 nights, arena director and hoop dancer, Head male & Female has one room for Saturday night all have rooms at Palm tree (12*52+624) $700 approximate
· Total money $4200 is for payment of both drums, head male and female dancers, MC, Luis Salinas, arena director and hop dancer

· Chief Brown forecasting at least $2000 for school day but currently only have 4 schools signed up 
· Drum Arbor and electricity trenches dug for wiring, outside lights are set and the high powered dawn to dusk lights (this incurs an electricity bill of approximately $165 per month). On 10/16 $227, on 10/20 $209.52 on 10/19 $222.31 10/21 $329 these are receipt/expenses  for drum arbor any remaining supplies will be returned to Lowes

· Kitchen will be serving fish dinners for $7 dollars a plate (fish hush puppies and coleslaw) also serving small pot of 3 sisters soup $5 a bowl, fish sandwiches $5 will need to get condiments for kitchen and food: mustard, Hot sauce, salt pepper
· Chief Brown owed, 40+ 40+ 50+ 60=$150 spending for labor payment for tribal work

· Internet bill for website not payed for 6 months $429.84 motion to write check to Debra Mottahari for 6 months of internet/website moved/and seconded
· Caroh Holley renewed the Norton antivirus for all tribal computers at personal cost of $45 for first year and with a second year renewal of 89.00 (she is not asking for reimbursement)

· Mortgage due December 2016 ($3700) and again in August 2017

· New tribal cards $3800 for new card machine card fees will go up for tribal cards to $25

· Chief Brown talked about members that have not paid land tax or mortgage payments or dues will not get new cards Chief Brown will be moving people to inactive roles if they are not current in dues. Chief Brown says that people need to start sending in money by month $5-$10 will pay your dues

· Chief Brown is stating he WILL NOT be going into his personal pocket to pay any mortgage payments going forward.

· Porta Johns $275 to be paid for July powwow porta johns moved and seconded that be paid out tribal account
· Tidewater News past due $129 advertisement for July powwow pay out of foundation account moved and seconded

· Received copy of title search for closing on 163 acres of land given to Teresa for file cabinet

· Teresa bought file cabinet for tribal files in the amount of $238 approved previous meeting

· Ticket sales as of 10/14 $1430: Chief Brown 100 Beverly 200, Mary Frances 100, Claudette Orie 80 Joe Epps 950
· $1580 in dues and land tax: Kermit Lewis 100, Bernard Hedgepeth 400 (Bernard Jr, Sr, Lila and Tarkeisha, Sheila Wills sent 100 dues and 100 land tax, Joe Epps 300 land tax, Karen Epps 100 Debra Epps 100, Brenda Robertson 100, Brenda Kelly $60, Newsom Chavis 100 land tax and wants receipts, Denise Jackson 60 
· New ticket sales 100 Ellis Wright, Mary Frances 20, Walt Brown 100 (through Colette Amici who sold the book of tickets she got from Walt Brown)

· William Howell 40 in calendar sales

· William Howell land tax 100

· Sherry Newbie 100 land tax

· Teresa Baxter Land tax  100
· Chief Brown discussing lanterns and torches for gates and for the road up to the land

· William Howell needs to round up color guard for bonfire grand entry and powwow

· Boy scouts and Liberty University (Lynchburg) will be here to help with parking Liberty University giving $800 in donations (will be camping by the camper arriving on the 4th)
· Need letter for Phyllis Morning Dove Richards made $1000 donation to pay kitchen shed (remaining balance $1200)

· Gary’s Bush Hogger broken because someone came out on land and used his bush hog  equipment and broke it – hit side of telephone pole ($400 charge for bush hogging)

· Two of Chief Browns flags got stolen at July Powwow

· Chief needs 150 for labor payment to bruce calvin and eagle eye

· Bert Wendell to be an adopted member: moved and seconded that Bert Wendell be adopted into the tribe (was already honorary member)

· Contract for long leaf pines to be sent to Bobby Hines
