· Chief Brown is thanking everyone for their support and turning in of their land tax and dues. He will put out an email for all tribal members

New Business:

· Chief & Vice Chief Met with Karen Wood (FD for Humanities) and discussed the falsification of facts by Lynette Alston pertaining to her heritage (adding Wiggins to her genealogy) and that her tribe as actually first recognized and we (Cheroenhaka) piggy backed off of them.

· Discussed Curtis Contracting ref. ponds (tour of pond area) Ponds are almost completed, wants to use the clay being removed to put in hard clay paths and platform for scouts to camp
· Chief Brown did 3 tours on tribal land and received - $100 donation

· Grants are available  from (FD for Humanities) for the interpretive trail signs to be redone

· Gary is close to completing the Wal-Mart grant for tables chairs and maintenance equipment He needed to get some additional clarification from Wal-Mart to complete the paperwork

· Heritage Foundation Website still needs picture and short bio from board of directors

· Chief Brown is still trying to get our tribe added to the 6 state recognized tribes up for federal recognition. Chief Brown and Vice Chief Ellis will be meeting with McEachin (4th district) to ask about federal recognition.
· Chief Brown Native presentation for November 11th 2017 $500 dollar stipend for presentation looking for who will go with him Naval command in Suffolk on 9th
.
· 990-tax short form was returned to the Tribe because it exceeded the amount allowed for the short form. Chief Brown went to talk to David Price (attorney) to handle the 990 form and provide a first cut of the 990 long forms. This needs to be turned in as early as possible.

· Teressa Baxter to check online for amount of the electric bill to be paid (individual meter reads) *concerned longest walkers used electricity for Winnebago trailer when they were at powwow
· Cultural signs 3 options. Option #2 is being chosen as it names the tribe in full with change to have tribal name first: Cultural sign on Hwy 58 to read: Cheroenhaka Nottoway Palisade Indian Village, Cattashowrock town 

**Moved by William Howell and second by Gary Burnette ** so moved that the application fee in the amount of $500 ($250 each sign) be taken from the Tribal account

· Historical Preservation Stake holders meeting Chief Brown talked about the issue based on memorandum from US Army Corps of Engineers stating they reached out to consulting parties (state recognized tribes) and only heard back from one tribe. Cheroenhaka sent letter 3 years ago stating we wanted to be a concurring party. Pamunkey 4.5 million and Chickahominy received 1.5 million for cultural center. Chief Brown has drafted a secondary letter regarding being a consulting party regarding the loss of our original letter and adding that we wish to be a consulting party as our land sits in the governing area.
· Chief Brown paid $80 to eagle Eye for work he is doing in the palisade village to include patching and repair of the mats and poles. Chief Brown wants to put some Matts up on the long house on the outer perimeter just so there is more of an idea of the structure.
