· Total $13,122.57  deposit from powwow and school day – the ReDrum donation was $97 dollars short from the original $502.07 that was printed on the envelope when turned in. there was only 405.07
· $372 check from Isle of White School (mailed from Windsor Elementary)
· TOTAL DEPOSIT 13,494.57 deposited to the bank by Chief Brown receipts taken to Teressa Baxter

· Paid on CC Palm Tree Inn $1,071 on 11/09/2017 – money paid to palm tree in for rooms sponsored for powwow
· Total of 12,188.17 in bank according to T Baxter (Foundation Account) After money deposited from Powwow
· 1,306 total students/public, parochial, and private and Christian academy schools, teachers and chaperons and not including home schoolers w/parent for school day – close to 1400 approx. with home schools .

· The letter that was supposed to go to Tanterian Taylor from the last meeting with Ellis Joe William and Charles Baxter no letter has been sent to date. – 6 years 3 letters should have been sent. At the last meeting it was agreed that Charles was to send the letter out and it has still not been sent. Tanterian is still going to powwows with our tribal shield on her shawl and representing the Cheroenhaka. The outcome from the last meeting with Joe Willian Ellis and Charles was that she was to be removed from active rolls and could not represent the tribe at any tribal functions and is not to attend any powwow as a representative.
· Native American National Congress - Karen Barrette to investigate how to join – Chief is asking Karen to handle and fill out as well 
· Chief Brown requested the card making machine to be brought back to him since Caroh Holley and Sonya have not made any progress. Sonya and Caroh had difficulty connecting. Caroh Holley stated that she had the card set to have the correct back ground as requested however she does not have any files to make cards with and stated that she needs the files to make cards. Chief insisted that pictures of 15 tribal members where taken at the training session and Caroh Holley disputed this as there are only 4 pictures in the id maker file. Additionally no ‘jump drive’ was given to Caroh at the training with tribal member information on it.  Chief stated to bring the card machine back to him and he will handle it. (adendum: Chief Brown called tribal secretary Caroh Holley and said he misunderstood and that he now wants her to make the cards he will start sending files) .  Chief Brown requesting  Caroh to call IDville an work with tech to make sure the machine is working correctly in flipping card for double side and color as well as camera usage.
· Chief Brown talked about his furs that were stolen two minks are still missing

· Properly moved and seconded that Chief Brown be paid for his out of pocket expenses (attached)

· Received the tax exemption retail sales and receipt use Certificate Exemption. expires11/06/2022

· Chief Brown suggest we pay T-shirt vender ½ payment (total $1251)moved by Elis Wright and seconded by Beverly El to send check of $600.00 with balance paid at the first of the month. –AARD, INC. – Now have received two invoices and now we need to pay at minimum $800
· Chief to pay $80 to tent vendor for tent straps – not paid yet
