READING OF MINUTES: Minutes from January, February, and March were not read today.                                                                                     AGENDA: Chief Brown briefs members present on the e-mail sent out pertaining to today’s mandatory meeting.                                                                     OLD BUSINESS: 

· Members present were briefed on the visits to the Virginia General Assembly for our State Recognition. A Thank You note is needed to send to Chief Thomas Lewis (Meherrin Indian Tribe).  
· Tribal Clan’s were discussed again and members were briefed on process. Chief Brown also stated that he is looking into communning the Bands of Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Indians in other communities. He is going to set up a meeting to get their views as a community and states we are the main Tribe. He also will discuss the partnership with the Meherrin Indian Tribe. 
· Teresa Preston is still researching Event Insurance and Property Liability Insurance for the Tribal Land. Bonding Insurance will be researched for both Treasurers by Teressa Baxter. 
· The Watt’s tribal card has been returned due to incorrect mailing address. We need to update their address. 
· Tribal applications were given out to members present by Chief Brown and he reiterates that no copies are to be sent to anyone. All applications have to be distributed by him or via Cynthia Brown. 
NEW BUSINESS: 

· The US POSTAL SERVICE placed a letter in our box stating that we would no longer receive due receipts by mail. We now will have to give an e-mail address to send this notice to. Chief Brown has listed his e-mail address. 
· Our letter from the Senate referencing our State Recognition SJR 127 was passed around for members to view. Chief Brown spoke with Delegate Roslyn Tyler last night. He informs members that we have not received our House Resolution HJ 171 yet. This will be forthcoming when the General Assembly reconvenes April 21st 2010.  Chief Brown informs us that he spoke with Sen. Frank Ruff’s Legislative Assistant and extended an invitation to introduce our Resolution HJ171. Chief Brown has also extended an invitation to Delegate Roslyn Tyler to attend our Powwow in July to present our Resolution SJR 127.  He informs members that in order for us to be recognized the Resolution has to be stamped by the Clerk of The General Assembly indicating ENROLLED. 
· Chief Brown references Mr. Chappell’s letter of Southampton County Schools supporting the ANA NLP & MAINTENANCE GRANT (HHS-2010-ACF-ANA-NL-0028,CFDA 93.587)  and letter of support referencing the SEDS GRANT. 
· Chief Brown brief’s members on (TRIBE’S MEMBERS TO DO LIST): LAND,FEDERAL RECOGNITION PACKET,TRIBAL ADMINISTRATION,REORGANIZE CHIEF’S OFFICE AND SET UP,GRANTS,WASKEHEE,POWWOW PLANNING,FUND RAISERS, WEBSITE, AND PLAN BUDGET. He stated he is not going to be responsible for Powwow Planning this year and wants Vice-Chief Ellis Wright to take over.
