MEETING OPENED WITH IROQUIOS PRAYER BY CHIEF BROWN

OLD BUSINESS:
1. In today’s meeting we don’t have minutes from past meetings or Powwow spread sheet with figures from the Powwow. So Chief has asked that Council and Board members organize copies of Minutes in a  notebook at each meeting that they attend in the event there is a question about something in previous meetings that can be clarified.

2. Chief Brown stresses that this is critical because accuracy of the numbers  are needed to determine how much we spent at the Powwow and what was received and given out. 
3. We also must determine if we made a profit or whether we didn’t. 
4. We also need to have enough money in the Bank to cut a check for our first payment on our Tribal Land.  
5. Most important is the fact that we must have a check for BB&T on August 5th 2009 in the amount of $5795. Chief Brown will be paying this on the 3rd of August. 
· Vashti Clarke read the Memorandum from Tribal Secretary Cynthia Brown about the 1st payment on the land purchased at BB&T. There is a mistake in her statement about the date due in order to change the principal & interest payment .

· Form 102 from State of Virginia was sent back approved for our Foundation  after being rejected. This will be approved up until May of 2010.
