Council and Heritage Foundation Meeting Minutes

August 15, 2009

Campbell Library, Franklin, VA

Council Members Present:  Chief Walt Brown, Vice Chief Ellis Wright, Secretary, Cynthia Brown

Heritage Foundation Board Members present:  Walt Brown, Ellis Wright, Cynthia Brown and Teresa Preston. 

Others present:  Waleshia Hunt, Gloria Hawkins, Juanita Smith, Bernard Hedgepeth, Al Suter, Charlene Suter, Stephanie Brown, Tanterrian Taylor, Felix Valderrama, 
The meeting was called to order at 1:40 pm.  A quorum was not present for either the Council or the Board of Directors.  Whille waiting the members viewed a video of the 2009 Powwow made by Felis Valderrema, the fiancé of Stephanie “Dancing Wolf” Brown.  Stephanie and Felix announced their intended marriage on Saturday September 19, 2009 in Smithfield, Virginia.

Felix will sell the videos at $10 each and will donate 30%($3) of the sales proceeds to the tribe.  Vice Chief Ellis Wright, Al  Suter, Gloria Hawwkins, Beverly El each purchased one copy of the DVD.  Chief Brown purchased 5 copies.   Chief Brown asked that a small clip be placed on the tribal website.

A certificate of Appreciation was presented to Bert Wendell for his contribution of artifacts to the tribe.  Following the presentation the tribe bestowed on him, Honorary Membership status.

The Blackstone Powwow is scheduled for October 10th with Falling Water and Na Ma Wo Chi invited as Host and Guest Drums for the event.    A second Powwow has been scheduled for November 21, 2009 at First Landing in collaboration with the First Landing Foundation.  The First Landing Foundation wll pay the expenses of this event and the tribe will keep the vendor money.  The gate money will be split 30/70 or 40/60 with the exact split to be decided later.  The November 20TH & 21ST Powow will feature a $1500 Drum competition, and $1000 Day Money Raffle for dancers.  Tribal members may participate in this raffle.  There will be 2 Host drums at $800 each and 2 Guest Drums at $700 each.  These events will be discussed more ate the regular Council meeting on September 12, 2009.
Tribal Land:
The Virginia Wildlife And Forestry Service have been contacted about procuring Long Leaf Pines  for replant after the timber is cut on the tribal property.  The Department of Conservation and Resources have also been contacted with hopes that we will not have to cut the existing pines in order to pay for the land purchase.

A quorum is still not present.  Tanterrian Taylor’s concern and issue will be tabled until a full Council is present hopefully at the September 12th meeting.  At that meeting Council  members also need to submit names of potential replacements for Rickie Boone’s seat on the Council.
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The tribe has two booths at the Franklin Fall Festival on Saturday October 3rd.   Set up is 7 to 9 am. Festival opens at 10am and closes at 5pm Members are asked to attend  in Regalia.  Chief Brown paid $115 for the booths and needs to be reimbursed.

Chief Brown reported on the cost of the insurance for the pickup of the refrigerated trailer used at the Powwow.  $166.50 was paid with a refund of $105.30 after the insurance was cancelled leaving a net cost of $60.70 paid for the insurance.
The BB&T account number was given to the Tribal Secretary for her records.  Chief asked the Secretary to send a change of address for the tribal account along with the Tribe’s EIN # to the IRS at their request.  
The amount of $15 was given to the Tribal Treasurer for a cap payment.
