 Closed meeting called at 12:15 P.M. The purpose of this closed meeting was to discuss the offer to sell the timber on 80 acres of the Tribal Land.
Present:

Chief/ChairmanWalt Brown,  Vice-Chief  and Tribal Treasurer Ellis Wright, Community-at-large Teresa Preston, Lovie  Roscoe, ,  Walesha Hunt, Board Member Cynthia Brown, and Kea Turner, Forester.
Board member Beverly El, and Foundation Treasurer Teressa Baxter arrived after the meeting was in progress.

Kea Turner, Forester :   Mr. Turner was asked to give his opinion on what the timber market bidding range would be if the Tribal timber was advertised for bid within the next 30 days.  Mr. Turner reported that logging companies are desperate to get tracts that can be harvested even during this wet season.  A low market for timber has reduced the number of tracts being offered for bid which has raised the price.  He estimated the Tribal timber would produce bids between $92,000 - $104,000.  
Mr. Turner was asked what percentage would be expected if the board accepts an offer without bidding the timber, but instead accepts an offer.    4.6% is in the contract for a full complement of services as per the contract signed by the board back in the spring.  4% was accepted by handshake from Kea Turner and the original contract between him and the Foundation was amended immediately to reflect a 4% fee.  Mr. Turner is to receive $4,209.28, which will bring his compensation total to $4,609.28 which includes the $400.00 already paid him for the cruise last spring.
$105,232 for the timber on 80 acres of the Tribal Land has been offered by Carolina East Forest Products, LLC.  Two hundred trees will be saved by marking with orange ribbons and white paint.  Any trees saved over the 200 reserved per the negotiated contract, will be reimbursed to the timber purchaser.
Ellis Wright moved , and Beverly El seconded ,that the Foundation accept the offer of $105,232 from Paul Burby, Carolina East Forest Products, LLC , Ahoskie, North Carolina, (  (252) 209-7777, fax: (252) 209-0584, paul_burby@yahoo.com ) which will net,  after expenses of 4%  to Kea Turner,  the Tribe $101,022.72.

The original Bank commitment letter stated that before we made the first payment we should try to sell the timber and reduce the note to $42,700down.  We have already paid the first payment and have re-negotiated the original requirements due to the timber market dropping severely in summer 2009 and we have kept a watch on the market and now that it is somewhat recovered we are moving quickly to close this timber sale.
Kea Turner said he will be taking the contract to the attorney Monday, December 14, 2009.
This closed meeting concluded  at 1:35 P.M.   

The regular monthly meeting of the Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Indian Tribe and Heritage Foundation
was opened with a prayer by Chief Walt Brown.

A motion was made by Ellis Wright, Seconded by Teressa Baxter, that Lovie Roscoe be voted in as a Tribal Board member.  The vote was unanimous in favor.
Lovie Roscoe was asked to serve on the Educational Committee along with Beverly El, Charles Baxter and Ethel  Johnson.
