· Chief Brown has stressed his concern referencing Council and Board Members not being in attendance. · Chief Brown has stated that we are looking for a new Council Member at the meeting for Feb.21st 2009 and will be discussed during this meeting. 
· A call meeting will be scheduled for February 21st 2009 to discuss Powwow  info., and all other discussions will be tabled at that time . This meeting will be for Council/Board members only. But tribal members are welcome to attend.  Glen Scott states he will not be present. The minutes for January  will be read and corrected at that time. Chief states that we are thinking about sending  e-mail copies of the minutes to Council and Tribal members. 
· Mona Cunnikin is not present to discuss the new format that is to be used for the spread sheet  noting list of Adm. Fees incurred by Tribal members for their dues and Ads. Waleisha Hunt has the new format referencing the monies owed by Tribal members .

E-mail list was given to Waleisha for Mona and should have been done last month.  Chief Brown has stated that he is hoping that Lovie Knight Roscoe will help with the powwow this year and with Grants and have on the Grant Committee.

·  New tribal member Lovie “Strong Woman” Knight Roscoe is present for her first meeting . She   is from Gates Co.  Her cousin Fredrick Langston does Web Sites . He lives in Raleigh NC. 
· Chief Brown has stated that Tribal cards are in the working and that he is not sure if hers is one of those.But states it will be forthcoming . He has explained to her that we have Tribal meetings the 2nd Saturday of the month.
· Lovie Knight Roscoe explains to the Tribe that she works for N.C. Corporate Extension . She know Power Point  & Excel. She also states she has experience in Grant writing  for Non-Profit Org.  This is for Youth,Workforce and Federal Programs and marketing for youth of ages 8-18yrs of age. Chief Brown has asked her where she links on the Plan Graph . She states she is on the Cordinator Plan Graph. 
· Chief Brown has asked that she link up with Charles Baxter, Laura Ray, and Beverly El to assist in Grants we are trying to acquire. 

· Chief Brown gives detail about the Plan Graph Organization Chart 2007 approved is  explaining where individuals will fall under for 2008 Grant writing purpose. · The Womens group is stressed by Chief Brown and that it needs to continue. Stephanie Brown is the next person to do this .
