            -A Question has surfaced referencing our service members. One in particular is noted today. Teressa Baxter’s son Charles E. Baxter IV is serving active military duty and has sent his dues by Teressa. A  motion has been put on the floor stating that anyone serving in combat that their dues be waived for their time in combat. 

-A motion was moved by William Lamb “Spread Eagle” Howell and 2nd by Ethel Johnson that Charles E. Baxter IV 1/3 of Tribal dues be waived during the period he was active. This amount would be $40.

BILLS:  

1. MACKANS-   $161.00    (VA BEACH POWWOW EXPENSES)    A  motion was moved by William Lamb “Spread Eagle” Howell that this expense be paid and 2nd by Beverly “Barefoot” El 
2. CYNTHIA BROWN- (H.F.$250.76), ( $147.99 postage & stamps for copyright on Issue V &VI of the Waskehee) ,($2.77 for stamps), (Tribal $22.91 Newspapers, and butterfly clips and business card stock).  An Invoice is not presented today and Chief Brown states that all expenses by Tribal members must be on an invoice. Her total is $273.67 

*A motion was moved by William Lamb “Spread Eagle” Howell that Cynthia Brown be reimbursed for these expenses incurred for Heritage Foundation Purposes and Tribal Purposes and the motion  was 2nd by Beverly “Barefoot” El. 
ADMINISTRATIVE PROCESS: 
a. Chief Brown reiterates statement in regards to members coming on board. The enrollment process is not what it was previously. If you have a family member in the Tribe you will need to pay up front $250 for: due, tribal card, and remainder goes towards a portion of your payment for your land tax. If you don’t have a family member then the amount to enroll is $500. 
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b. Chief Brown has stressed the emphasis about the money for our Tribal Membership in that cards need to be updated and the fact that there is a back log. He has stated that if your name is on the roll and your card has not been forthcoming then there is no problem with your enrollment. Your card will come as soon as the primary ones have been done. 
c.  Jerry Ferguson needs to have a new picture done so we can do his Tribal card. 
d.    Chief Brown needs the names of individuals who have not paid any (Admin. Fees) or any in 2009.  A letter is going to be sent to these individuals regarding this matter. This also includes the Land Tax Assessment that all Tribal members are required to pay as well.

Chief Brown is going to put a motion on the floor for members who have paid their land tax stating that they will receive a share Certificate which will consist of 1/2000 of a share. 
He asked if there were any questions regarding this. 






















           f.    A letter from Tribal member Larry “Spirit Wolf” Pegram was read by Chief Brown indicating he had paid his $300 for his Land Tax Assessment and had not received a receipt for said payment. Letter is given to Cynthia Brown and Teressa Baxter has written a receipt for his Land Tax. 

        













            g.  Chairman / Chief Brown states that any time someone donates any amount of money or sends a letter or any type of gratuity a Thank You note is needed. This Thank You Note is to come from the Heritage Foundation and we need to determine whether it will be in the form of a formal letter or a post card.  Cynthia Brown will do a letter with our EIN # and Waleisha Hunt will do a post card. Ideas are needed for our next meeting. For the moment the decision for the Thank You note has been Tabled for a decision at our next meeting. 











ROSTER:   We did not have a Roll Call Roster today a sheet of note book paper was passed around and Chairman / Chief Brown states we must have one at each meeting because this is unprofessional. He also indicates he needs and updated Deceased Roster of each Tribal Members family. 




LAND:    We are still missing signatures of Patrons at our Land Closing Ceremony .

· Chairman / Chief Brown has stated that we don’t have the BB&T Bank note and that we don’t know what our next payment is. He has indicated that we need the final amount for the check written on the loan. Teresa Preston has a copy of notes from this amount and gives him a copy of this information. 
· He first goes over the details of the timber sale with Paul Burby of Carolina East. Chairman / Chief Brown met with Mr. Burby at Applebee’s on Dec. 21st 2009 and entertained 3 offers for the timber on our land. Mr. Burby offered us and amount of $105,232.00. The offer was accepted. Chairman/Chief Brown called Mr. Elliot Cobb who was referred by Kea Turner as a Closing attorney to see if we could close on this deal before the end of the year. Mr. Cobb had stated that he would not be able to do so. Chairman/Chief Brown ask Mr. Cobb if we wired the money to his escrow account if he would be able to close on the deal on December 22nd 2009. And Mr. Cobb obliged him. 
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· When we went to the bank to pay down the loan the check was written wrong. So we had to take the check back to Mr. Elliot Cobb and have him rewrite it from The Heritage Foundation Account to BB&T for the amount of   $105,151.00.

· THIS WAS THE ORIGINAL AMOUNT FROM THE FIRST CONTRACT THAT KEA TURNER GAVE US.  SO ACTUALLY OUR PROFIT WAS $100541.72 WITH $400 GOING TO KEA TURNER TO CRUISE THE LAND. 
· A copy of the Sale of Timber contract dated December 21, 2009 was sent to Lauren Harper  from Attorney Elliot Cobb. A copy of this is given to Cynthia Brown along with a cover letter from paralegal Brenda Norman.  Also the contract states what Paul Burby can cut and can’t cut. Unfortunately we lost 7 large oaks because of clarification regarding the marking of the trees.  A faxed copy of an Insurance Policy is given to Cynthia Brown pertaining to the timber being cut on our property.  Carolina East added us to their policy for an amount of $10000. Ea occurrence. Chief Brown has stated that we need to call Farm Bureau and look at getting Event Insurance and asked Teresa Preston if she would do this.  Chief Brown also reminded Vice-Chief to check on the Fair Grounds for our upcoming Powwow in July. 
· Dept. of Forestry Letter is read by Chair/Chief Brown regarding the water quality on the land. They will be coming out to inspect the land after timber has been cut to make sure there aren’t any environmental issues at hand. 
·  Chairman/Chief Brown stated that we got the new note down to $39,000. This was done on December 31st 2009. Chairman/Chief Brown, Cynthia Brown, Teressa Baxter, and Teresa Preston were present for this. Vice-Chair/Vice-Chief Ellis Wright went by later to sign documents for the new loan. At that time he was supposed to receive the paper work on our new payment amount but Lauren Harper told him it would be mailed. 












 
                            

NEW BUSINESS:    











- INTERNAL REVENUE SERVICE: Chair/Chief Brown has stated he wants Teressa Baxter, Teresa Preston, and Cynthia Brown to research our Tribe’s 501 (c) (3)  tax free Charity and see if it is possible to have us as a Private Foundation Entity.  He addresses members present with a letter from the IRS  in regards to our organization being classified as (8734 Regulation) and that we will no longer need to file this form.  This is the requirement for our Non-Profit Organization.  Five copies are made 3 of which are given to the secretaries 1 each to Chief and Vice-Chief. 
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· Cynthia Brown has explained to Chair/Chief Brown the difference between Public and Private Organizations and has used the Camp Family as an example being Private. 

· TAXES: Correspondence from BB&T is presented in reference to our interest paid on our note for 2009.  This is given to Teressa Baxter for filing our taxes. 

· GRANT INFORMATION:  Chair/Chief Brown and Laura Ray were on a Conference call with VISTA  out of Roanoke Va. He needs dates before January 30th 2010 to get together with Lovie Knight and Laura Ray in regards to this Grant that is due January 26th 2010.  Reseeding of the land is in the works and possible a grant to be used for this. 
· NEW LAND POTENTIAL:  Chair/Chief Brown has informed members present that this information is not to go outside this room. He informs us that there is 155 acres of land across the street that butts the NOTTOWAY RIVER  and would like to look into seeing how much the timber is worth on this. He wants Kea Turner to cruise the land and give us an estimated value of the timber.  A motion is needed for Kea Turner to cruise the land next to ours and that the fee for this not to exceed $500.  Teresa Preston moved that Kea Turner be contracted to cruise the land across the street from ours and estimate the approx. value of the timber and that the fee shall not exceed $500,  the motion was 2nd by Cynthia Brown. 
· SAND EXCAVATION:  The subject in reference to selling our sand is discussed again. Chair/Chief Brown and Teresa Preston were at The Governors Prayer Breakfast today. He engaged in a conversation with a gentleman by the name of Warren Thrasher/ Sand Eng. Of Elbow Road Farm Inc.  Ph# 757-547-3900/PH# 757-547-7364.  We are going to look in to getting him to come out on our land to see if he can assist us with the removal and sell of our sand. We will also be contacting other sand contractors as well and how many acres we will be selling and possibly looking into acquiring a bond through the state. Chair/Chief has asked Teresa Preston to call in regards to this. She is in need of a POC. 
· STATUS OF HR AND SR BILLS  BEFORE THE G.A. GERMANE TO OUR TRIBE:   Chair/Chief Brown reads an updated version of our HISTORICAL ETHNO-HISTORY that will be updated on our Website. His update for this was done for the purpose of the Bill introduced to the Senate for The Nottoway of VA Inc. We are hoping to have a Senate and House Joint Bill for us and the Chief will compose this and e-mail it to all members to put their name in and send it to the VA General Assembly.  He also informs us that he has received a correspondence from David Saunders (NATIONAL MUSEUM OF AMERICAN INDIANS).  This is in regards to the; Honor Wall from the 2006 Event that took place on the NATIONAL MALL IN WASHINGTON D.C. WITH 500 NATIVE AMERICAN NATIONS PROCESSIONAL.  He paid money for the 3 Chiefs to have their names put on the wall but it did not happen. But our Tribe’s name is inscribed on the wall.  He also received an e-mail from Amigo Wade but can’t open his e-mail at the moment . 
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· WASKEHEE COPYRIGHT: Cynthia Brown called to see if our Issues IV, V, and VI had been received at the Library of Congress.  She states that our first four Issues had been received and were received by Geoffrey Henderson.  Our Issue V was received by Terry Harding Ph# 202-707-5959; sent in February 2009 and received on March 20th 2009. And Issue VI received on September 14th 2009.  She states that the delay for them responding is because they have a back-log up to 24 months now. Cynthia needs to call Chief Brown on Tuesday. 
· THA-RA HUN-TA NEWSLETTER:  Chief Brown discusses this with Stephanie Brown and states that he wants this done in the old version and that she is the official Editor of the Newsletter. He has a disc for her to use which he will give to her. We only need 8pages for this newsletter and no more. She is given a copy of one that he did previously for her to use as a guide. 
· EXPRESSIONS AND COMMENTS:  Chief Brown again reiterates we must begin the Women’s Group again. And also reminds members that the women are the ones that run the Tribe as far as Fundraisers, Crafts, Dances, and other things for the Tribe. He also states we still need a cookbook. He would like to have this cookbook by July 24th 2010.  A motion has been put on the floor by Chief Brown that Cynthia Brown and Stephanie Brown take charge of gathering the women for the cookbook and that they should give 3 days for input from the women. A motion was moved by William Lamb “Spread Eagle” Howell and 2nd by Teressa Baxter.  Chief Brown gives Cynthia Brown a sheet that was put together by Deborah “Little Wing” Moore. 

· Log in to website was given to members present today
· Cynthia Brown has mentioned that Gloria Jarrell called her to inform her of reasons for not communicating with the Tribe. She has been having difficulties and her boyfriend has been sick and is out of a job. This is the reason she has been out contact with the Tribe for Two years and the fact that she moved.
