Mona was supposed to have these and the where abouts is a concern. While discussing the issue about Internet service there are 8 members in attendance that don’t have the password to our web site. This is given out today for accessing. The Newsletter will inform these Tribal members about other members and activities involving our tribal community. Stephanie has mentioned that she gave Mona a reformatted disc for the Tribal Newsletter. The year 2005 was the last year this was in existence. Chief Brown has informed the tribe of a member who sent a correspondence in reference to the Annual meeting letter that was mailed out to those that don’t have internet and reads this to tribal members. Mr Leonard Stepp is the responder and has sent his adm. Fees for 2008 and 2009. Chief Brown has emphatically stated that Stephanie,Mona,Vashti,and Cynthia are responsible for communicating amongst one another to get this project going. He has asked if there are other tribal members interested in being involved with this commitment to produce this newsletter. Cheryl Hargrove has volunteered to help.                         A   motion was moved by Vice-Chief Ellis Wright to accept Stephanie Brown as Editor of the Newsletter and 2nd by Cynthia. The new format for this will have to be brought before council for approval.  
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RECAP OF 2002-2008: Chief Brown has informed tribal members of the progress and events that have taken place with  our Tribe since 2002. 
TRIBAL CARD STATUS:

All tribal cards will have INDEF  as expiration date. Chief Brown has asked that all members pay their administrative fee’s either quarterly of $15 for ages 60 and under or yearly $60. College Students 18 and up $7.50 quarterly or $30 a year. Members 80 and up no amount will be required. A spread sheet is being done by Waleisha Hunt and  Mona Cunnikun to keep track of those who have not paid fees. Those members that are not active in the Tribe will be given an ultimatum by way of letter. If they are not participating in Tribal functions then there card will be requested and they will be removed from the rolls.
