A few Powwow items were discussed. The Powwow setup list was distributed.  The Waskehee Ad list needs to be updated.  A new kitchen sign is needed this year with new menu and prices.  Mew regulations require that a hand washing poster be displayed in the kitchen and the toilet areas.  A Porta John will designated for kitchen workers and placed convenient to the kitchen and fitted with a locking mechanism.  William Howell will contact the Southampton County Sheriff’s Dept. to make sure we have security and emergency personnel on hand for the Powwow. Scout Master from Boy Scouts Troop #51 will be present for parking.  A 3 ring binder is needed for the Gate committee. The binder will be a Standard Operations Procedure (SOP) for Gate attendants. Beverly El will be responsible for this for our Powwow in July of 2009 and that programs are distributed  properly.
