· Chief Brown states that WHRO correspondence was received for businesses that donate money to corporations. Waleisha Hunt is in charge of this. She recently sent Cynthia Brown a copy of businesses that were e-mails instead of physical addresses which is needed.
· The contract with First Landing is for $6000 this year since there aren’t as many dates. Our longhouse was destroyed by a storm so we are not sure where we will be positioned. Presentations begin Thursday, July 22nd at 2 p.m. The Chief will not be present at the July 29th and August 5th presentations due to scheduling conflicts. He is asking Ellis or Bernard to take over on those dates. Chief Brown states he is taking a break for 7 days after the July powwow. He is taking a vacation and will not be available for any calls or e-mails from tribal members. 
· The First Landing powwow is November 19-20. We are receiving the same amount as last year for funding which is $10,000 from The First Landing Foundation. 
· Chief Brown needs the names of all individuals participating at the presentations for First Landing Foundation Historical Villages and their vehicle type and their tag number by Tuesday July 20th 2010 to be submitted for the gate entry. 
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· Chief Brown reiterates that the Tribal newsletter is not published yet. The last newsletter done was in 2006. This is needed so tribal members who don’t have e-mail will be aware of what is going on in the tribe and get them involved in tribal duties. We need volunteers to do this every 3 months and a total of 3-4 pages. 
· Lovie Roscoe has volunteered to take this task on. Chief Brown will download a copy on a disc for volunteer to make. 
· Also noted from Chief Brown is that we need a phone tree so that members who don’t have e-mail can be called. 
· Vashti Clarke presented the proposed tribal cook book. We are in need of a bid to make copies to be sold at our Powwows. Chief Brown stated he will take a copy to MacKans to get a price. UPS is offering $4. 
· Debra Motahari needs $310 for internet service. Vashti moved/William 2nd to pay this.
· Vashti Clarke took $184.50 check written as a donation to Bear Path Acres for mice for the hawk.
· Next land payment is due in August
· Monday Chief will go to Turn 3 for T-shirts and caps
· Gas receipts were turned in to Teressa Baxter by Chairman /Chief Brown
WASKEHEE:  Chief Brown stated that every tribal member needs to purchase a copy of issue VI because it has our language in it. Also all members who placed ads over the past 3 years need to be called. He ordered 55 copies of Iss. V and 45 copies of Iss. VI.
