· Last year’s Powwow budget sheet was discussed today by Chief Brown with expenses on it. This was sent via e-mail and he states that every Council and Board member should have one. 
· Chief Brown mentions again that he has arranged and prepared many presentations to benefit our Tribe.  And the conversation has been avoided several times. His point is that every presentation produced a donation given in his name but he chose to have the donations presented to our Tribal Heritage Foundation on his behalf.  Chief Brown recommends Council and Board members to consider giving him a stipened for these presentations and to think about an amount to gift him for his efforts. 
· Vashti Clarke has receipts from Chief Brown that she has held since Valentine’s Day. 
· Teresa Preston’s expenditures for the donation we received from an anonymous donor was brought to Councils attention. This was approved via e-mail which is $264.90 total. This will be deducted for reimbursement for artifact boxes. A motion was moved by Vice-Chief Ellis Wright and 2nd by William Lamb for the reimbursement of the artifact boxes.   
WASKEHEE ADS UPDATE:  Copies of Issue I (25), Issue III (25), Issue V (25), and Issue VI (25) with a total of 100 copies. The bill for McKans is $648.50 and will not be paid right now. This will be paid out of the Heritage Foundation Account.  We have made Post Cards to be sold. A motion was made by Teresa Preston and 2nd by Teressa Baxter to have this bill paid out of the Heritage Foundation checking account. 
POWWOW STATUS: Site will be reviewed today for the preparation of booths and tent set up at close of meeting.

· Ethel Johnson has decided she will use canned sweet potatoes for the potato jacks. 

· Food expenditures will be $1200.00 this year or at the most $1500.

· Chief Brown states that he needs balloons for the Powwow Sign in red, white and blue.

· Virginia Wright is present and discusses the quilt she has made. She will raffle this and give proceeds from the raffle in the amount of 25 % if she gets $1000 and 30% if more than $1000 is made.  Each ticket will be $1 or $5 for 6 tickets. 

· Chief Brown explained Powwow Raffle for blankets at the Meherrin Powwow. There blanket raffle was for $7500.   So will raffle it for $1000 or more than $1000 to receive either 20% or 30%.  A motion was moved by Cynthia Brown and 2nd by Ethel Johnson to also raffle the blanket at our Blackstone Powwow and our Virginia Beach Powwow if she so chooses.
